On 
reaching the desk, De Young turned 
to face his opponent with a pistol 
in his. hand, when Kallock, leaoing o?er 
the counter, fired again, the ball striking 
De Young in the mouth. Kalloeh then 
started for the door when De Young raised 
his pistol as if to fire, but apparently his 
strength failed him, for the pistol was not 
discharged, and sinking backwards 

HE FELL TO FLOOR. 

The bystanders ran to his assistance, but 
the ball had evidently pierced ihe base of 
the brain, and iu few moments he expired. 
As Kalloeh ran out of doors, he was seized

of those dying from shot wounds. 
Only one wound was found on his 
person, although at least four shots 
were fired by Kallock, two having pierced 
a glass door and portion of the office, and 
the third lodged in a window casing. Young 
Kallock on being arrested was, as the ar­
resting officer remarked, "the coolest man 
he ever saw." He still parried the smoking 
pistol in his hand, which he surrendered to 
the officer on his way to the station house. 
He observed a strict reticence and, on being
