That tlio terms of such ealo bo a cre-
dit of twenty years, bearing interest al tlio rate
oi oignt per cent, per annum, the purchaser to
pay to the I rcaaurcr of the tStnto, at the end of
each year, alter the day of s.uo, tlio in tores' Ihio
on the purchase money and part
of !ho original purchase money. The purchaser
to civo uonu witn two or more eoou securities
for the amount of tlio purchase nioncv and inter
est thereon, after which he shall receive, Irom the
person imikine the salo. a certificate of his pur
chase, and the ifmount and terms thereof, nnd
whenever he shall have lully paid the principal
nnd interest of his purchase, the CoimiiiHiiinnr
of the Ocncral Land Olhce shall is?uo to him and
his heirs and assigns, a patent ; Provided, That
nothing in tins Hct snail no so construed ns to
prevent any purchaser, hia heirs, or nssins of
su di lands from paying, at any time ha may de-

sire, tie whole amount of the purchase money
and interest, nnd so doing he shall receive a pa-
tent for the same.

Sec 8. As often as any purchaser of said
lands shall fail to pay the amount of in'ercst.and
installment of his purchase, when tlio same is
due, tlio Governor shall cause the game io he sold
again, nfter thirty d tys' notico, by public auc-
tion, to the highest bidder, at the county sent of
the county where the land is situated, the terms
of snch mile shall be that the purchaser shall pay
in cash the amount then due on the land, and
the costs of the sale, and for tlio residue of the
purchase money ho shall have the sanio number
of jRTsas there remain to run on tlio original
credit, interest at eight per cent, to be paid there-
on annually, nnd the principal to he paid ai 11

equal annual installments ; the purchaser to rrive io
a liko bond and receive a like certificate as at
original sale.

Sec. 12. Each settler npon any of said tracts
of land ouered lor sale, shall bare the right to
take the tract npon which hi improvements, or
the greater part thereof, shall he situated, at the
highest and the nest lud that may lis ottered for
the same ; froridi-d- that such hid shall not be
Ie than three dollars per acre.

Sr 13. That parties purchasing nndnr the
provisions ol this act, shall have the right to sell
the land pnrchaecd by him or her. under the pro-
visions of this at, at any time, but the land o
sold elmll in all case I held liable for the prin-
cipal and interest o.ijaid under any sale in favor
of the State, and a first lein or mortgngo is here-
by declared to exist in favor of the State, as a se-
curity for the payment of principal and interest
to alf lands sold as above presTTihed.
