The oeon-tar- may give th
information or slate why il cannot or ought
not lo be made public, and then the Hous
shall, without further debate, vote on lbs
resolution, unless il shall bo withdrawn or
postponed. Inputting questions and

answers neither the mctuhors of tha
House nor the Secretaries shall offer argo
ments or opinions, or state facts, except s
far as may be necessary to explain th '
question or answer.
