by me, wan consuined on llio march

from Austin lo Waco. When, in fact, the
rations sold by tho Indians for whickey
would have been ample lo supply their
wants. And probably, if llio facts, which
I did not disclose, liail been mado known to
Gou'l Oaks they would have been forced lo

perform the entire trip lo Waco on such
only as they could havo drawn

from the charity of the peoplo nn the way.
During this interval, I did not allow nn In-

dian to visit town, fearful ihat by thoircon-duo- t
of beastliness and total want of hon-

orable and niaiily principle, they would
bring that disgrace upon theinsilvcs which
their previous einduet so justly merited.

On the 8rd of March, with I ha assistance
of my friend fleo. Davis, I arrived nt camp
with the supplies lastly obtained, I found
the Indians without anything lo eal, sieni-incl- v

much dissatisfied and manifesting nn
unwillingness to leave, however, I guve the
orders, and soon everything was in rondi-nc- ss

to move. Traveled lo Wnliiut, 6 miles,
and camped. In the night, nn Indian known
as Capt. Jackson, came to me nnd said il.at
"I had hurried them olT bo wanted his
money thai I wnswiihlioldingii Ir imtliem
that I wished to steal it, &c." I told him
I did not havcany money belonging to them
tl at none had been placed in my bauds,
that when 1 got the money they would most

certainly rcccivo it. This, however, did
not satisfy him, he grew angry and shook
Lis fist in my face. 1 pushed him to one
eido nnd bid him behnvo himself.

The next day wo reached Georgetown, I
traveled in advance, and prevailed with the
"Grocery keepers'' to close their bousts and
make no sales whatever to the Indians, for
which I was that night, much abused by the
chiefs and principal Indians.

TboGtli Camped at Mr. King's killed
twobcoves, nnd the camp rung willi llio cry
of "bne.no agent"

Tho Oth camped nt Sala.lo, was not trou-

bled with whiskey here, tho high stale of
morals and good propriety of the place for-

bidding its introduction.
Tho 7th arrived nt Helton. I traveled

in advance nnd obtained a promise from
tho "Oroceiy 1. 10 close tlieir houses,
but one li "t t' i'"' 'nuke his promise,
and the In.liiins j !:..,' with all they had
that was !' 'e in il.eeye of this unprin-
cipled wretch, w re soon drunk and un-

manageable. At, night, llulinan, a noted
desperado, swam the river and onmo into
camp drunk. Ho iniiiired for llio agent
said ho iulcndcd to kill l.iin, and took a
gun from a wogon willi the intention of us-

ing it. I caught the gun, and pushed him
down, the Squaws at this time interfered,
carried him away nnd tied lnm.

Tho Oth Noehcd Kim Creek killed
thrco beoves, and the camp again resound-

ed with ' bueno agent."
The 10th campod at Mastorsvillo, ar-

rived at tli i s place 9 10 o'clock in tho morn-

ing, I traveled ahead as usual, lo oloso llio

duois. I fuuud K. C. Kelly, the only "Oro-eer- y

keeper" in tho place, lie said he had no
whisky, nnd if he had, most certainly ho

would not sell it lo the Indians. But bow

true lo bis promise remains to be seen,
lured by the sight of the shining coin, he
diluted bis stock of alcohol, and sold it to
them, against the solemn protestations of
the citizens of the place.

About three o'clock in the evening, Col.

Williams, the chief subject oClhis article
came into enmp, which was on Cow linyoti,
about one mile east of the town, just drunk
enough to be active nnd devilish, and pro-

posed to sell theflour which bad been issued
o him, which was positively forbidden by

instructions 4 from the Governor. 1 calm-

ly said, Williams you must not sell your
flour. Ho replied, shut your mouth G d

ln you, or i kill you I The chiefs don't
like you, the squaws don't like you, the
boys don't like you, and I don't like you!
I kill yon rightnow, d n you, and suiting
his actions to his words, he drew his knife
and made at me, I spring up and drew my
pistol, he came down with his knife, pass-

ing it through my coat in the rear of my
shoulder, at I he same instant I fired, but
fortunately for Williams, missed in eonsc-ue-

of exertions to evade bis kni'e. I
twice placed my pistol against his breast,
iwice 1 pulled the trigger, but ihe weapon
failed to fire; despairing then of ita firing,
with my utmost strength, I dealt a blow
with the pistol on the side of his neck which

U11 the
neit day Ihe examining court, aflor hearing
Ihe evidence, which iu every pnrliculnr was
Ihe snmo as herein slated, released llolman
fur want of jurisdiction, which was very
proper, and required Willinms to enter Into
Loud of ihe sum of live hundred dollars for
his personal appenrnuco nt llio next term
of tho District Court of Mol.euati county,
iu default of which he was committed lo
jail. On Ihe following Monday or Tuesday
Williams, having made lite above boud was
released.

I would hero slalo that Col. Williams Is

tho identical Indian who, during last sum-

mer, on his way In Austin, in the town or
Wnco nssnultcd a little, unarmed and de-

fenceless boy, and shut at a highly respect-

able lndv of thnt place, his arrow missing
her head' but a few inches. Yet this very
Indiiu, fur Ihe most brutal and unjustifia-
ble at nick upon me is only, by the
court of justice of thnt highly civiliiod and
enlightened town, held lo answer under
llio tho pennlty of forfeiting tho paltry sum
of 1 tried to learn tho sureties on
tho bond, but the officers refused their
names. I also rudoavored to prooure a
copy of llio evidence before Judgo Oaks,
but was unable to do so. Tho Waco Regis-

ter, promised lo publish tho entire proceed-

ings in Ihe examining court, but as yet,
has failed to do it. Of tlieir motives, I
loave the reader to bis own conclusions.

In conclusion I would say that tho Tonk-aw- a

Indian by bis association with the
while man has imbibed many of bis viocs
and nono of his virtues. Ilia savage na-tu-

nnd unparalleled brutality remains
unaltered. is the same itorigiurlly was,
awed only by his knowledge of the superi-

ority of his white brothercn.
