Great Fire In Jefferson, Texas,
Loss over $1,006.500.

[ Feom the Jaiplecute, Bxtra. March 1.]

Just ot 11 o'elock last night, a fire broke
out in the rear of Iosenberg s Confectionn-
ry, near the corner of Vale and Dallas stx.
The wind was blowing heavily from the
Soulh-west, and the flames spread with
such rapidity, that all exertion proved un-
able 1o stop its bendway. In thivty min-
utes from the time the fire was discovered,
it had completely enveloped the barbor-shop
of Gus, Smith, adjoing, Ohlson & Ruhlman’s
| eonfectionary, and R, B, Howell's siore-
house. It then spread with fearful rapidi-
ty down the right side of Dallassireet, nnd
in a shorl time had orossed the sireet to 11,
B. Orton & Co.'s large building, opposite,
and down the left side of Dallns, destroying
the two entire blocks clear to Levee street,
where the brick building of Graham & Tay-
lor ntood the shock and stopped the flames
in that direetion. = Thoe right side of Dallas
is burned elear to the Levee,

On reaching the Slarge and magaificent
building of Rusasell & Co., the flames eross-
ed Austin s'reet, and destroyed the two
large buildings belongiog to Mrs, Kin' ear
and J. Brockmiller. While thess buildings

ton, and immense piles of goods nnd groce.
ries, wns in imminent danger, and only sa-
vediby the grentest exertions.
