It is ustial at the close of theyeav,;
for prudent business inon to oast
up Mctoont, strike balances and
see how their business stand. We
propose enlarging upon this annual
practice, by saying a few gotnl
words of our city, of her past, tires- -

ent and probable future. When
we go back thirty four years and
see our present prosperous city as
she then was, wo shall behold a few
miserable sllunties and a doaon. or
two tents, treenpiert by porsotis who
had sought refuge hure- from tho
Mexican despot, taoia nt recently
the invader of th eotry. During
1837, a few frarn houses, wcro
erected, but tho great gafo of that
season swept most of thorn to the
four winds, and consequently Gal-

veston cannot be said, strictly to
have been founded un tit about tho
winter of 1837-M- 8. Hoi? mr.fchthon
was very slow indeed, potivrded' oa
it wa9 by tho want of men, mosey
and tho sinews of improvement, to
say nothing of the want of'iv coun-
try a producing country
up and sustain Iibi'. Tho country,
though in its infancy at least, had
been overrun and broken up, and
to produce oven sufficient for abso-

lute domestic necessities wns im-

possible.
DARK DAYS.

In 1839 a disasterous j'ellow fo--

epidemic scourgod the town,
carrying off many persons who
promised to becomo valuable citi-son-

That too wns a very bad
crop year, nothing being made for
exportation, and emigration con-

tinued to bo tho only hope. Tho
succeeding years of 1840, '41, '42 and
'43 passed by without a very great
change in tho country. Umigra-tlo- n

enlarged our population, ex-

tended Hgt'ictilturo and added to
the wealth of Galveston in a corres-
ponding degree, but those wero
years of financial troubles our
currency depreciated to its lowest
point; our credit was prostrated,
tho d Santa Fo expedition of
'41 spread gloom over tho coun-

try ; and tho forays of the Mexicans
in '42-- 3 drove in the frontier set-

tlers, destroyed confidence and
checked emigration. The battle of
Micr rcsultod in tho imprisonment
of nearly three hundred ofourmost
daring frontiersmen. That was a
dark period in our history With-
out the ability in our Government,
physical or monetary, to remedy
tho evil.

A CLEAR SKY,
With 1844 the scene changed.

"The Exchequer System," as it Was
called, improved tho finances of the
Republic; the expenses of tho gov-
ernment were brought within its
1'oce.iptsj foreign emigration wai
encouraged through tho colonies of
Peters, Fisher and Miller; tho spir-
its of tho peoplo revived, and n

began to pour in. Galves-
ton opened a communication with
European ports, and rose rapidly
in commercial importance a refer-onc- e

to tho port lists of the day
often showing as many as twenty
European Vessels in port at the
sumo time. Being the only port
of entry of any importance on the
coast, men of moans woro attracted
to Galveston for investments in
business, and she speedily assumed
the gai'b of u flourishing town.

AT A HALT.
Tho Annexation of Toxas to the

tJnited States, in 1845, whi'o it at
onco induced n heavier immigration
from tho older Stat s, and more
rapidly developed tho country at
largo, diminished for n time tho ro-

tative importance of Galveston, as
it well nigh ami hi In tod hot4 for-

eign trade with all its attendant
advantages. "To Let," wns to be
seen on nearly half tho doors in the
place. After a part'al decline sho
remained in statu quo, until about
the winter of 1848, and 1849, when
a slight improvement was percept-
ible owing lo tho incrcasod produc-
tions of the stale finding outlet
here.

ONWARD AND UPWAIID,

1S50, found Galveston steadily
prospering, with n population of
six thousand, and sho continued to
increase in population, business and
importance until ISliO, when for
Ihe yenr ending Sep'emhcr 1st,
there were received 793,093, bales
of cotton, and exported 191,000
bales.
