The Girards, Coopers, Peabodys,
Uopkinses, have been until now tl.e pecu-

liar basis and soil of American naliouali-ly- .
American history, from tbe Declara-

tion of independance lo the last rebellion
of the slaveholders, iustigaied aud

by European national powers, is a
speaking monument of Ihe saorilioes of a
freedom-lovin- pcoplo for iheir national
integrity.

The (reason of an Arnold in every Amer-
ican school history, branded with iulauiy,
and in the patriotio authems of the last
oivil war the death of heroes under Ihe
national banner is eulogized as warmly
as ihe treasou of Ibe traitors to the nation
is oxecraled. "Down with the traitor
and up witb the stars." Uu the 2l'd ot
February last a great demonstration luok
place at tbo Academy of Music in Phila-
delphia. The result of a subxorlptiou for
ihe oelebration of the one hundredth anni-
versary of the Americau nation in 170
was announced. The private subscrip-
tions in Philadelphia alone amounted to
$737,uU0. The railroads subscribed $600,-00-

the oily council also appropriated
$000,000. Thus the whole amount sub-
scribed reached Ihe grand total of $1,
74,WJO.

After the meeting adjourned $110,000
mure waa subscribed by private individ-
uals. The aunouuoement that Pennsyl-
vania would contribute four millious was
fully justified, lu Ibis we discern uo high
aounUiug, hollow phrases. All that look
pluoo was prao ioal, to the point and at
tbe same time patriotio, and bore the im-

press of profound interest in tbe great na-

tional atlair. All Ihe proceedings were
animated by,'he same spirit, that, the ju-
bilee in Philadelphia should prove tbe
strong cement of iudestiuciblo uuion and
hnimony, aud that tbe sovereignty of the
people oaunol exiat without the virtue of
the oitixen. rvporud this
and much morn like il, but notwithstand-
ing such evideuoo the great critic of the
''Life of Jesus" sees in America no nation-
ality, aud therefore neither uuy national
character nor any soul.

have found that it is very difficult lo.pre-rnloula-

the time necessary to construct
all the buildings neeessary for so great

an exhibition. It was no easy task to say
beforehand how mnoh epaoe would be re-

quired by any nation. Would Prussia
who has been for centuries so Jealous of
the influence of Austria, do much to make
this exposition a sucoess? France under
Ihe empire bad bad a brilliant stiocess in

her Exposition Universale, and would
Bhe not be content that no greater should
bo given? But the managers laid Iheir

plans and made their calculations accord-

ing to the best of their ability, and all
moved along smoothly until the French

asked for and received five transepts tn

tbe main building, iu addition to their fro
rata in the retnnda and art gallery.

As soon as this became known a gener-

al feeling of dissatisfaction was manifest-
ed among the Goimans: Innumerable
oomplaints were uttered, and a multitude

of charges brought sgninst Baron Schwars,
who, by the way, has been the originator

and manager, the bead and bands of the

exhibition. lie was charged with show-

ing partiality toward the French, and

with giving all the best space lo foreign-

ers, thus dcsjsrrnding bis own people.
Oermany, who had held back, giving no

encouragement, aud making no demands

for spaoe, now rushed forward loudest of
all, in complaining. Fruuoe, said they,
bad about sixty thousand square feot of
space, wbile all Germany had but some

thirty thousand, and Munich alone want-

ed nearly all of the room that had been

allatte'd to Germany. A call to German

artists was then issued, setting forth thnt,
as they lind been virtually ruled out of the
exposition, it would be better to eeud all
of their productions to .Vunicli, and there
hold an art exhibition of their own.

Huron Scbwari was certainly iu a more

difficult position than the old mnn and bis

boy and donkey that we ited to read of in

our school readers who tried so hard lo

please everybody. Hut Ihe Baron still
continued his efforts. lie asked the French
Commissioner if it would not be possible

for hiin to relinquish one transept. The

ascend and detcend ladders with their
burdens, as far as one can Observe, aa
quickly and easily as the men.

Two women will mix the mortar, two will

draw a large wagon load of it from
one place to another, and those who
carry it fill Iheir buckets, set ihem upon

a small cushion that they wear on top of
their bead and march up the highest lad-

ders, nolavors beiog ihown to them on

for the woman who docs equal work with
tbo man receives less pay, and this, you
know, demonstrates the superiority of
ra.Tnkiad.

As a whrat-grow'n- county, L'allae is

second to nooe in tbe Stale, and to prepare
this crop for market, at least a dozen Sour-

ing mills have already been ereoted. Orch-

ards thrive, and vegetables of all kinds
can he produced in abundance.

The county is well stocked with horses,
horned cattle and bogs, and ibis stock of
all kinds is being improved rapidly in
quality. There are not many sheep as yet
introduced. To feed the slock bay is an-

nually secured, though much of tbe stock
is nut fed at all, and none of it more than
five or six weeks in tb year.

The raics ff labor for farm bands vary
from $16 lo i"') a momb, gold. At those
prioea it is readily obtained.

Titles to lands are.generally good, and
but lew are in litigation, lu fact, there is

1 here are many
unimproved, bui lew improvtd, lands now
offered for sale, as those who have secured
a home among us are seldom willing to
part with it. Every euconragement, bow-eve- r,

is given to those wbe wish to settle
In our couuty, where Ikere is reason to be-

lieve they 'will make Industrious and
respectable citizens. Such will meet wilb
a hearty welcome on every I. aad, and soon
be made to feel at hoaie ia our midst.
