TEXAS FREE SCHOULS

The subject of our free schools is in-
volved in much confusion. Many
think it strange Lhat our schools are
not everywhere in successful operation,
Many also think it strnnge that teach-
ers of 1872-3 are yet unpuid. We have
n few words to sny on tue subject,

When the last Legislature mef last

Jonuary they found the whole schoos
machinery in the hands of Radical
“officers, Btate, district aund county,
beaded by an imported, unknown man,
named DeGress, who had come to
Texas as lieutenant in a negro compa-
ny, and who had shown, In his capaci-
ity a= State superintendent of public
fnstruction, Ignorance, dishonesty, nud
an utter disregard of the public opinion
of the people of Texns,

The Legislature, nctunted by the pur-
eat motives, went to work with a good
will ta yeform the school law, strip it
of gvery unnecessury expense, stop
stealing, and place its administration
