Dunesn, of Gregg county, and now pending

. bofura the legiilature, to regulate the practice
of modicine snd mirgery., The bill alio cons
ains provisions for the regulation of persons
who propose to practice phatmaey, but of
th's fssturé of the bill we do not in thi®
articlo intend to froat, furthor thau to en-
dorss tha proposition that ®equires all
pharmacists to show by examination that they
ara quahfind to propare medical preseripiions
sod wmix deugs. Tho ends aimed L be st~
tained by ihis Bill aro’ desirabls in tho ax-
tipma,  The profession of medisine is one in
whigh toa public, the grest masses of the
puoplaAra more diractly interested than sny
other. It bas o do immadistely with she
health, happinees aod lives of ua all. We
place no peofeerion, not even the mioistry
in the front of it, for prme bave g0 much of
ehnrity, #0 muck of patiencs, so much of
genuius tender sympathy for the suffarings and
woes of mankind s has the medical profes-
gion. Noother profession krows go muh
of the sioaknaases, mental and phyaical, e
much of ihe belplesiness of their follow-
morthls, or sees 8o much of the sorrows, the
poins snd agonies, the wanta and necessities,
the shadow and sunlight of teis life. No
otlier profession is ko fily psid. If the doc-
tors only got fegs for all the work they do
thes wonld sl bs relling in wesith, but
picknesa, is ona of the sccompaniments of
poverty, and ¥ho mocking, releniless of in-
femparanca and dimoludlenses. Riclies give
poser, snd the wealthy can build redouble
rodans, forteesses and fortiflestions sgsins
diseass and arm tham with heary orduance
to driva off tha sttacks of the lmsiions foes
of hoalth. But [f dissaso skould storm’ and
fores Liiem all, sealing the ramparta of oom-I
fortabla clothiog, close, warm hooses, well
coakad food of the bast qualities, su abupd-
unee of fusl, and  clesnliness, why
the best akill osn o be  commanded to
gombat  thom  afier  the  ciiadel v
ntiacked, To approdiate the marcy and
goodness of the medios] profession. ‘wa must
Liow thom.

deatring to practice medicine or surgery, to
undergo a rigid aod thorough and exhsus-
ive exsminstion from the alpha to the omegs
of the sciencs, withnul regsrd to whether the
applicant is a graduate or not. IF the sppli-
osnt 6 pomessed of » thorough knowl-
adgeof medigios, or surgery, or both. Tt
dous not matter whethor he hins s sheapskin
in Lstin or Baglish or no dipioma at all, snd
1 hie has mot the proper knowledge, all thé
diplomas tbat he could losd on freight
train balf a mile Jong, ought not o license
himto tamper with diatmss and to kill pe-
tients.

Ta ba entitled an nol to ragulate the practice of
mediclne; surgery miiynurmmy. AN Lo reé-
peal chnpler thres of the peaal code;

Section 1. Be it enacted'by the logislature
of the stute of Texas : That it shall be un-
Inwful for sny person within the limits of
this atate to practice medicine; surgery or
pharmacy in any of their dapsrtments, to
praseribe or attempt to perscribe medicine
fur any sick parson, o perform or stlempt
to perform sny surgiesl oporstion upon any
parson within adid limits, or to fill or attempt
to mix or 0il any prescription who csnnot
produce a cerlificate of gquahfication from
some one of the boards of exumloars pro-
vided for in this act.

Beotion 2. Auny person who hse been
regulacly and booembly engaged in the
practice of madicine, surgary or pharmacy in
any of their departments o wa years shall
be deemed W have cowmplind with the
proyisions of this aot, sod upon making that
proof shall b eniitled 1o Lis cortillzate with-
out fee, Any person havipg heen so0 sa
guged for five yoars shali ﬁ;u aliowed thres
months in which ‘e comply wilh the pro-
visions of this sot.
