The clerk
of the steamer sayn: "'The captain and twoor
thres pllota were inthe pilot honse when
the whistle blew for tho bridge, and heard
the bells to stop the bost's headway, I
then saw that we were breadsides to the
bridge and that the boat was backin
strong, Iinatantly ran into the eabin and
ive the alarm.
I caught hold of one lady and eried
ont to the rest te follow [mo,
as the boal was going to sirike the bridge,
They all passed out at the door on the
steamboat guard, reaching there just asthe
orash of the collision of the boat against the
bridge ocenrred, calling to the passengers,
whoseemed Lo he bewildered, to got ont on
the hurricine deck.
