with the struggles of Texas for in-

dependence. The address was bril-

liant and wai listened to with
profound attention. Hon. Guy M. Bryan,
responded in a few appropriate remarks in
which he urged tbe unity of Texas now and
forever. In the behalf of the veterans he
said: "Make your children swear upon the
altar of their country that Texas Bhall

united forever."
Colonel Joe. H. Stewart then delivered

the annual address, which was as follows: .
Texas eoldiers of is3."i-6- , aud the Widows of old

Texas Soldiers:
Ladies and Gkntlemkn: I feel at this

moment as it I were at some holy shrine.
What an honor, standing here almost in
my youth, to be called upon to speak to

When quite a boy I visited the Bmith-sonia- n

Institute at Washington, and alone
and without a companion, prompted by cu-

riosity, eutered the various rooms and de-

partments of that institution. At length I
fbunl myself ushered into a large room,
perhaps eighty feet square and fifty feet
from lloor to dome, and saw tlio whited
walls hung with tbe pictures of distin-
guished Indian warriors, adorned with war-

paint and feathers, and human scalps
dangling from wampum belts. Kuch eye
seemed firmly fixed on me, and I felt in
my boyish fear as if confronted by living
red men.

At that moment I remembered all the
the thrilling accounts I had heard and read
of these men ot the forest. The occasion
and surroundings inspired the remem
brance and reilections.

T.or.ltinc now into vour faces I am alike
impressed with ihis occasion. These
wrinkled brows, snowy heads and trembling
limbs; these sunken eyes, gieaming still
wim tne sunneamsor painoiism, nupicsa
ma with tlin magnitude of this presenae.
and I realize at this hour that I am standing
in the presence or the grandest living ue
tops of one nf the grandest noliticai re vol u
tions hitherto known among the children
of men.

Such a collection of the living portraits of
man nf three score vears and ten, penciile l
by the very Master Hand of the U utters, it
nas rarely been tne pnvieiage oi men n up-

hold Bince the days of the prophets and pa-

triarchs of the olden time.
It ahull not allude in detail to theJintor- -

ical events in the early days or Texas, that
grand temple erected by you and the dead
heroes of the young Republic, within whose
walls all the liberty-lovin- g men now living
and to come hereafter, may gather courage
aud inspiration, and upon whose polished
walls your pictures will hang when nnih
are eaten witn ruBt, wnen corns anu

broken, and when marble structun-- j
cm m hied into atoms and dust.

Yea. that temule of imperial strdcttire.
whose foundation stones are laid deep and
sure on the rock ol ages, and whose dome
now erows and swells towards heaven and
eternitv. I would only wipe the
dust from its plain, old noble urns.
Every nation has had its heroic period,
and its heroic race. The heroes of liexar,
of the Alamo, of Ooliad. of San Jacinto,
and the Texas revolution, furnished the
heroic race for Texas, and tbe revolntion ol
1SK aud waB the heroic period.

The heroic age is that lime distin- -

cnialied above all others bv a concur
rencn of crand agencies with grand
results, by uncommon examples ol Hie
rarer virtues anil quuiiues oi man, men ny
an eik'pn v that occur only at tb begin
ning of new epochs when the great bell of
time sounds out anoiuer nour.

The heroic race is that one in the course
of history which is recognized as the great
agency to kiuJlo uud Ujc moral imag-

ination, nerve the heart and command the
intelligent wonder of the wor d lor all lime
to come. 8uch an age nas the Texas revo-

lution, such a race was that which fought
the enemy upon her then trackless prairies.

That was not the age ol tbe lookitig-glas- ,

of dainty appetites and of gentle manners.
Rum llim.ton. like Achillea, snme'imea
cooked his own scanty meal; men then and
women, too, wore blue deuuua ami nucx- -

skin; they may have seemed to poaseis
no ray of fancy, no emotion
ot taate; others may have had a quicker eye
lor Uie beautiful in act, may nave con
tributed morn wit, more song; may have
worn more decorated armor in bailie, vet
their lives and deaths have been a whuie
Iliad in action; grander, sweeter, of more
monrmul pathos, of more purifying influ
ence than anything yet sung by old or
modern bards.

In lfCi Mexican opnressinn and flomlna
tion became so Insupportaol that revolt
and arms were tbe only recoiir for free
citizenship within the borders of Texaa.and
