WillarJ canal. The government Immedi
ately warned their representative nt
St. Catharines and Saturday, the
12th of May, a large number.
known to be loyal subiects andlwbo lived
in the district were stationed at a short dis
tance alone both tbe old and new canals.
to watch thd'movements of any suspicious
character. The day before Brady's execu
tion, fifteen suspicious looking men. each
carrying a medium sized satchel, jumped
lrom tue tram ait ot. tatu-erine- s,

having just come over tbe
suspension bridgs. They were immediately
shadowed by private detectiVes, who were
Bent to the place of supposed attack on the
canal, who soon after overheard enough of
the conversation of the Dew arrivals lo be
convinced that this was tho party
they were commissioned to watch.
Tbey walked about apparently
unconcions, but were making secret ar-

rangements for carrying out the object
which tbey had in view. A few then were
sent along the canal to select a suitable spot
to destroy the connection between the
upper and lower lakes. They had not
gone far before tbey found their secret, bad
got to the ears of the government officials
and their game was up. They saw a large
number of men stationed along the canal
in sentry boxes, and the delegation returned
to St. Catliarenes, where the party immedi-
ately dispersed and returned as
quickly as possible to the states.
Watches are still stationed along the
canals, guarding the lock dav and night, A
government official, on being interviewed,
said "I am satisfied we
did not take our precautions
one hour too soon. A gang came over
Sunday, and when they lound the canal
guarded at every point they dispersed and
returned.

Brcoklyn Bridge Inquest.
New York, June 4. The inquest becan
y in the cases of twelve victims of tbe

panic on the Brooklyn bridge.
Ut C. Martin, superintendent, testified

the facts of the occurrence aa learned by
him, and stated that at the time ofl
the disaster there were twenty-tw- o specia
police officers on the bridge. A railing has
been put up at the stairway since the ac-

cident, but witness said tbis wonld not
remedy matters in case of another panic.
An incline plane had been sug-

gested iu place of the stairway.
But this also would not atlord
any relief, bur ..a the cont-ar- it would be
dangerous In slippery weather. The pres-
ent stairwiv was tbe best arrangement that
oonid'be made for the safety ol passenr
