Prompt Measures Were Taken In tbe
Premises.

There's No Canse for Apprehension.

- Details of a Deplorable Affair.
Dkcatur, July 7. Special News has

just been received here of a Berious shoot'
ing affray at Sunset, in the northwest
corner of this, Wise county. Sam Huoter
is mortally wounded and great excitement
prevails. The following particulars were
turnisneu to your oorrespouumn oy an eve
witness and are substantially correct:
About five o'clock this afternoon three
men named Norris, Sam Hunter and
Henry Beater, all more or less under tbe
influence of liquor, met a man named
Boyers, witb whom Norris raised
a muss. Tbey were very noisv and making
many threats, when Deputy Sheriff Owens
came along ana attenipiea to arrest a orris.
Owens told him to throw up his hands.
Norris answered he would die iirst, got
down oil his horse ana started towards
Owens, who again ordered him to throw np
his hands, but as be still refused, Owens
called on the bystanders to help him secure
Norris. While scuttling with him, Sam
Hunter rode up with drawn revolver.
add told Owens, tbe deputy sheriff
to throw up his revolver. Owens told mm
not to shoot, but be had scarcely finished
the sentence when Hunter discharged tbe
revolver, but missing Owens, who returned
the fire with four or five shots, in quick suc-
cession, from a revolver, one ball
passing through the upper part of Hunter's

and another through his kidneys.
Hunter turned his horse and galloped off
about a quarter ol a mile, and leu to the
ground. His friends picked him up and
took him to Dr. Williamson's resi-
dence, and medical attention was
given h:s wounds. The doctor
says he will probably live but a few hours.
When tbe 'sbooting commenced Norris
broke loose, ran around behind a house
and threw his revolver away. Henry Bea-
ter will be remembered by many in Fort
Worth as one of tbe principals in the kill-
ing of Billy Cregar at Joe Lowe's theatre in
1879. Tbe Hunter boys are also quite well
known in Fort Worth. Deputy 6heriff
Owens telegraphed Sheriff Allen to
send him help, and there was
great excitement and many threats are be-

ing made by Hunter'B friends, who are
numerous. Sberiif Allen started Deputies
Moc Minor and Jim Eads at once. Tbe
latter states tbat Owens left bunset on
horseback for Decatur.

Lateb 10 o'clock p. m. Tbe following
message from Alvore station, about mid-
way between here and Sunset, explains
itself: To Bheriii Allen : Owens with us;
mob of filty armed men reported coming.
We will stand our ground. Come soon as
possible. Signed J 11. W. Minor,

Deputy Sheriff.
Tbis is all that can be learned about it

The Dark Salome,
Galvkston, July 7. Special. In an

heldwith Dr. Swearingen, Btate
health officer, lie Informed your corres-
pondent tbat the consultation held with
Dr. Penny was in relation to the disposi-
tion of tbe Norwegian bark Salome; tbat
tbe result of I be consultation was the order-
ing of the bark twelves miles seaward, and
to be anchored at least three miles from
any vessel at anchor in tberoadstead; tbat
tbe sickness aboard of ber was undoubtedly
yellow lever; tbat one man had died
from tbe disease last night,
and that the mate of tbe vessel had black
vomit this morning and waa expected to
die that Dr. Sbearer was aboard
attending tbe sick, and bad been full)' sup-
plied witb all the requisites to successf ully
combat tbe disease, and that tbe owners ot
tbe vessel bad been notified tbat tb Salome
would not be allowed to come into tbis port
lor cargo until af ter frost, and advising them
to order her to New York, and tbat if this
was not done she would be sent to Ship Is-

land where sba would be cared lor at tbe
expense ol tbe state of Texas; that what-
ever disposition was made of the vessel Dr.
Sbearer would accompany her and care lor
tbe crew.'.Dr. Swearingen aaid there was.no
cause for alarm; tbat every precaution bad
been taken to prevent any communication
with the Infected vessel, and that a general
notice ould be issued to American consuls
tbat no vessel from an infested
port with sickness aboard would be allowed
to enter any Texaa port; that if tbey came
tbe sick would be cared for on board as in
case of the Salome. That at long as Texas
had such inadequate facilities it would be
dangerous to pursue any other policy,
and that be waa determined by
every power at bis command to
keep yellow lever from getting a lodgment
in any part of Texaa. Dr, Swearingen will
remain here for several days until the
Salom cas It finally disposed of. Tbe
death rate in Vera Crux, by latest advice, is
fifteen a day, and nearly 2,000 bar died
since lh fever broke out tber.
