middle of the passenger train, mere were
eigbteeu persona in the passenger car and
the scene was frightful. Men, women and
ch ldren were knocked out of their seats in
every direction, and tew escaped being
mangled, bruised or sca'ded. Tbe car took
fire Instantly and was wrapped in flames
almost before tbe passengers could be got-te- u

out and it was entirely consumed, most
of the passengers were bespattered with
blood and soot, but as miracu-
lous as it may seem, no
one was killed. The worst injuries were
sustained by Mrs. Cashier Knox and bar
two little children, of Connersville. She Is
badly bruised, cut aud scalded, and the ex-

tent of their injuries is not yet known. One
of the childrer bad its leg broken and both
were scalded about the lace, j . Kite- -
nonr and wife were bruised and burned.
Mr. and Mrs. Chew, of west Brownsville.
were bruised and cut. T. J. Woods, of
Vatertown, was cut on tbe head and baud.
About a dosen others received slight In
juries. The marvel is that nearly all of tbe
nassencers in tne miuuie car were uuv
killed.
