same to take elluc;. from and alter Hi pas-
sage, October 20th.

Dallas, Oct. 28. Editor Heiiald.J Tbo
time h u.i arrived when tuesunject oi county
turnpikes mould engage tho earnest alien,
tion of the nuonle and commissioners
court of Dallas county. By this Is meant
ihat under the amended constitution, for
the Iliac lime, the power exiHls to under-
take a system of such works, Tbe great
necessity tor them and their Ines Imable
value to the farming interests of the country
are loo thoroughly felt and understood to
require argument.

The only law applicable to ins case, so
far as revenue la concerned, is the lately
adopted section nine, article eight, of tho
constitution which reads thus:

Art. 8 Sea. 9; The state tax on proper-
ty, exclusive ol the tax necessary to pay
tho public debt, and of the taxes provided
for the benefit of public free schools, shall
never exceed thirty. five cents on the one
hundred dollars valuation; and no county.
city ortowu shall levy more than twenty-fiv- e

cents for ci'y or county purposes, aud
not. to exceed fifieen cunt lor roads nod
bridges, on tbe hun ired dollar valuation, &o.

ine taxaoie property oi tne city
and county of Dallas is now $L2,00U,- -
010, increasing in the ratio of $20U),.
OUU annually. Fiiteen cents on the hund
red dollars, will now yield xis.uuu to Da an
nually enlarged as assessable values in
crease. Eighteen thousand uoilara will
p .y G per cent, interest on $3IX).000, at which
rate tbe county can borrow from the State
O'l its six per cent, bonds at par,
bit Bupnose we begin by borrow
ing two hundred thousand, the Interest ou
which would be twelve thousand, leaviug
six thousand of the road fund as a sinking
fund and for epeoial cases in regard to
bridges etc. Indoinethis we may econo
mise by borrowing 'first one hundred thou-
sand, and when that is exhausted, say at
the end of six or nine months, the second
hundred thousand, on which the interest
would be saved until we were ready lo use
it.

These are the resources upon which a
wise aud ju t system of turnpikes nicy be
inaugurated. "By way of ill usi ration
aud to guaranty an equitable
distribution of roads in the country, it has
been suggested to build two central roads
Irom north to south, and east to wesi
throuirh the couniy. In theory, this is
right, but in practice the idea would have
to be varied to suit the tujts aud necessi-
ties Involved. By strictly lollow ng the
first suggestion all the roads would be near
and parallel to existing railroad, which
already furnish a measure of local relict to
the sections through which they
p iss. One road northeast towa ds
Rjckwall, oni north aeit into Grape-

vine, one southerly between the Santa Fe
and Central, especially tbe two first, are
probibly bl more pressing necessity than
would be tbe routes first mentioned. But
all such details may be safely lelt in the
handsofthe cammUsiouera' court, com-
posed of rive honorable citi.ens, residents
in dillVreitt pens of tho county. Oilier
economies of considerable importance sug-iet- s

themselves,. Across the river bottom

It answers already und will do so
rerinnuchily, in the main line for
roads lor the . south, southwest,
northwest nnd west. Extend it live miles
tariher to near Eagle Ford and it will an-

swer thut fur. six miles in all, for a road
west, and also one to Grapevine. This in
ad, is a savtug of eiiiht miles in building
roads in t lie lour diu'ctions mimed, the
turu-pik- e already buiit beiug alone equiva-
lent to four miles of separate road thence
the live miles to E.igle Ford, cs trunk for
two roads, is the equivalent of ten miles.
Then again, the two corporations of lullns
and E ist lu.lrts, have a length east and
west of "1 miles, aud this distance wouid
betavedat least to the country people in
any turnpike running east or northeast, for
townahaVB to make their own highways.
In fact on'i main line, something north or
east, five miles to Wuite llock would
answer, so far, lor both directions, as no
pike would be built below the present
bevene crossing ot that creek.

(joing north and northwest a similar
8aviug of a mile or more would be bad
and a common trunk could be used
for three miles across Turtle creek. It is
believed that where necessary nimv farm
ers would cheerfully give the right-of-wa- y

tor turnpikes wlio would ao nothing oi ine
kind lor ordinary public roads. Tbe double
advantage ot drainage aud paved roads
would only lead them to this in many
cases. Uesides, tney coma ouen a.iow
them through their lieids without uoun;e
fencing, or any at all, along the road, as
railroads pass through them, by simple and
cheap contrivances at the points of ingress
ar.d egress.

The dictates ot common prurience uo
maud that before anv final step is taken or
Unal responsibility assumed, the commi-
ssioner' court should have proper surveys
and examinations uiude, and lay down a
general plan, having lor its bi,o utility,
economy and fair dealing to each grand
division of the county.

It can be shown Ihat aiy farmer six lo
eighteen miles from Dallas, raising six bules
ot crjltonor tbe tainu weight of grain, lot
sale, in any average fall or inter, will save
more by a turnpike than bis taxei lor
this purpose will amount to.

As to the cost of such works, I Rtu not
prepared to estimate, but. in mo?t ueigh
horuooda white rock and gravel are ace-ibl- e

and in ma iy cases they are on tne
ground. The turnpike acro?s the river,
alter tleven years use, and being dozens ol
limes cavered lor day by oveitiow, prove
heyond cavil that those material, upon a
foundation of raised and drained black
land, make an excellent aud durable turn'
i.lke.

The annutl levy on the property of lhe
cou.ilv will be a nagateue conpareu miu
ilia lifeeiiumi to flow from such roads, ena
bling tbe larmer twenty mil away to
leave borne at 6 o'clock with bis loaded wag
