It is & diffienlt puzzle to reconeile the

existonce of certain superstitivns  that
contiiue W have wide intlucnce wath

the enlightenment of the uinetventh |

century.  When we have read glowing
paragraphis about the wonderful prog-
ress uccomplished by the present gene-
mtion; when we ave regarded the gi-
ant machivery io operation for the cul-
ture of the people—moved, in great
part, by the collective power of indi-
vidual charity ; when we lave examin.
ed the stupendous results of human
genins and ingenuity which are now
laid bare to the lowliest in the realm;
we turn back, it must be eonfessed. with
s mournful despondency, to mark the
debasing influence of the old supersti-
tiwons which nve survived 1o the pres
ent time.

The superstitions of the ancisuts {or-
med part of their religion,  They con.
sulted oracles ms now men pray. The
stars were the arbiters of theic fortunies.
Natural phenomena, ns lightuing and
Mirricancs, were to them, awful expres-
sions of the muger of thewr particular
deitics, The
their dies albe ; the former were mark-
ed down in the calendurs with a black
chnracter, o denote ill-luck, and the
lntter wers painted in white churacters
to signify Lright und propitious days.—
They followed the finger-posts of their
teachers. Faith give dignity to the
tencls of the star-gazer and fire-wor-
shipers,

The priests of old tanght their disci-
ples to regard six particular days in the
vear as days fraught with uousual dan.
ger o mankind. Men were enjoincd
ot 1o let blood on these Llack days, nor
1o imbibe any liquid. It was devoutly
believed that he who ate goose on one
of tese black days would surcly die
within forty more ; and that any little
stranger who made his appearance on
ane of the dies atri would surely die a
siafal and violent death.  Men were fur-
ther epjoined to let blood from their
night arm on the seventh or fourteenth
of March: from the left arm on the
tleventh of April ; and from cither arm
% the third or sixth of May, that they
rmizht avoid pestilential diseases. These
tarbaric ubservances, when brought be.
fre people in illustrations of the men-
 darkuess of the ancients, are consid-
ered at once 1o be proof positive of their
alject condition. We thereupon cou-
eratulated ourselves upon living in the
tueicentl century ; whew such foolish
ssperstitions are laughed at; and per-
baps our vanity is net a lite fiattered
by the contrast which presents itself, be-
