Millet found a. new notion . In 5J.rt, a
new idea. From early boyhood h,? was
filled with the mystery and beauty of
nature; the glory of the sea an J the
sky gave him delight. Prof.. Wei told
how the vicar of his native village
taught him Latin so that he was able
to read Virgil, a work which he prizednext to his Bible. He was so fond of
nature that he was told by an artist:
"You have a heart which will give you
trouble: you do not know how much
you will have to study." One clay Mil-
let when a boy, drew the picture of a
peasant, which was so striking, that
his father said to him: "I see you have
the art idea; my poor Francois X wi:l
tend you to learn to be a painter. So
Francois went to Paris and it is said
that he was pained when he thoughtof his mother and grandmother left be-
hind, and how much they needed his
help, and the work he could do with
his strong muscles. He found Payis to
be a great wilderness, just as many a
Stratford boy finds New York. He was
seized with a fit of sorrow in the great
city; the town inspired him with a. cer-
tain terror. He did not like the sense-
less chatter which he heard; the
museum of the Luxumberg did not
please him; the pictures seemed to be
empty platitudes. But the pictures of
the early art, the primitive pictures,
made an impression by reason of their,
simplicity and strength. While he
made progress in the studios of Paris,
and lived in grea: poverty, he had
ideas of art already formed. But he
learned the construction of the human
figure which is the alphabet of art,
and how to choose the aood and reject
the bad. Through it all he kept his
youthful impressions, and longed for
the country. His life in Paris wan one
unremitting struggle. He went through
days and nights of anguish, bv,t as
Prof. Weir said, out of suffering comes
strength. Only those who have tasted
the bitter cup of hard work, of neglect,
of ingratitude, can know what it is;
only those who know peasant life can
paint it. For 13 years, said Prof. Weir,
the pictures of Rosssau were rejected
by the salon, and the same fate came
to Millet. A hasty biographical sketch
of Millet was given by the speaker,
and the audience was told of his long
suffering and his toil without adequate
remuneration; also of the antagonism
his pictures aroused, he being charged
with being a socialist, or even an
anarchist, striving to set the masses
against the classes. The picture of the
"Man With the Hoe" rousel a siorm
of indignation on the Dart of the cass-e- s

who could see no beauty in peasant
life. All the humble phases of li-- e in
that day were considered barbarovs by
the refined and cultivated wealthy peo-
ple. But the patient endurance of the
farm and field laborer touched Millet
deeply, and in it he saw true hums,nity
and great poetry. He is, said , Prof.
Weir, the strongest and weetest peticartist of the day. Millet never saw
the joyous side of life; he was a feas-
ant of the peasants, and when he died
wished to be buried in his blouse and
wooden sabots. During the course of
the lecture photographs of many of hi6
most famous pictures were thrown up-
on a screen, many of which are fumir
liar to all intelligent people. A. por-
trait of Madame Millet, who died in
Paris, was shown, also of the artist
himself and his friend Rosseau. A. few
of those noticed in the audience were
Rev. Father O'Connor, Dr. and llrs,
Packard, Rev. .

The lnsfte history of the lately end-

ed Senatorial- - -- contest would make

"mighty interesting reading" if it
could be accurately had. One attempt
to Write it has already been made, evi-

dently inspired by some Anti-Hi- ll man
of Ealrfleld County who desired to jus-

tify his own position.
In substance, it is that on the Chica-

go trip when the Taft sentiment was
ver strong; it was decided to defeat
Senator. Brandegee, recognized as

on if possible and
to support Mr. Brooker for the suc-

cession . Sheriff Hawley learned of it
and promptly declared himself .public-

ly for Brandegee. Then, Mr. Brooker
declined, it being understood that his
official connection with the New Ha-

ven road would damage his candidacy.
Next,' the name of Ex-Go- v. McLean
was suggested, jbut he declined be-

cause - Hartford County already , had
one Senator.' Finally" Mr. Hill's name

'was proposed, the motive being to re-

move ' him from Senator Bulkeley's
way; in 1911, either . by electing him

'now; or' by arousing such antagonisms
as would defeat him two years hence.
lAnd Editor Clark of the Hartford Cou-ra- nt

is credited with' having inspired
this entire procedure.

Parts of this ' alleged inside history
are obvipusly true for instance, the
Brooker candidacy and its withdrawal,
Sheriff Hawley's public pronounce-
ment, McLean's declination, and final-

ly the announcement of the Hill. can-

didacy, all of which are familiar to
Farmer, readers. The alleged agency
of Editor Clark and his alleged mo-

tive are the only new points. With
them' he can best deal, if he so choos-

es. We hesitate to believe, that he la
so devoted to the Bulkeley cause that
he would deliberately plot to sacrifice
thereto, the political future of such a
man as Mr. Hill.'

Inf. this locality, the principal inter-- .
est Is as to whether' this alleged in-

side history absolves Sheriff Hawley
and his followers .from the character-
ization of "traitors," brought by the
NorwalkHour. What Editor Clark did
or did not, . of whatever his motive, is
immaterial in this connection. It is
raid that a Hawley held 16 votes for
VrandegeeV one-ha- lf of that number
would have elected Hill.

Nor do we know that Mr. Hill will be
a candidate in 1911, though it is cer-
tain that' there will be a popular de- -:

mand for his election.
Now; if there could be an inside his-

tory from the other side, a comparison
of the .two might reveal the real facts.

Lecture to Teachers A Gun That

Went Wrong Business Men.

The semi-annu- al meeting of the
trustees of the Memorial Library held
quite a lengthy meeting yesterday aft-
ernoon, for the purpose of considering
the financial condition of the library.
Appropriations were made for the en-

suing six months and a good deal of
routine business was transacted. The
report of the librarian was read and
accepted, and the question of new
books was discussed. After the meet-
ing a number of the gentlemen present
took a look at the corner stone, which
contains the simple inscription "1902."
It was suggested that the word "Fair-
field" be put above the date, and the
word "Library" be placed beneath.
Probably this will be done in good
time. The trustees present were Rev.
Frank S. Child, Dea. A. P. Wakeman,
Mrs. Mabel Osgood Wright, Mrs. Wil-
liam B. Glover, Mr. Charles Jennings,
Henry C. Sturges, Mr. Roland, Rev.

William 'A. Wheatley. Altogether the
library is well managed. Is in good
condition, and as prosperous as the
times warrant.

Evidently the public does not take
the interest It might in the lectures be-

ing given to the teachers in drawing
by Mrs. Hendricks of New Haven, and
in business penmanship. The public
was invited to attend the meeting held
yesterday at Miss Banks' room in the
Pickett building, where some 25 teach-
ers met at 2:30 p. m., but none of the
dear public sent representatives. Prof.
Bowers of Southport, Mr. Wheatley
.and other gentleman were the only
men present. Mrs. Hendricks in her
talk on drawing was quite technical,
telling the teachers how the pencil or
charcoal should be held for different
effects, such as shading, and outline
drawing. A good deal was said about
making borders for calendars, etc.,
and instructions were given for the
different grades. Something was said
abcut mixing colors to get certain
shades and tints. Perhaps the most
interesting part of the talk was de-
voted to the making of the letters of
the alphabet, and the Arabic figures.
This was a lesson for tne purpose of
teaching children how to print, but
unless they propose to become sign
painters, or the making of letters for
maps, or drawing designs, it is not
likely that knowing how, to "print"
with a pencil and brush, will ever be
very practical knowledge. But it may
be all this helps to train the hand and
the eyes, and is as good for a common
school as any other lesson which could
be given. .

Lecture on Millet Out of Struggle
S:rength-L- ife in Paris Assembly
Dance Manual of the Early Church.

A large and representative audience
crowded the library last evening to
listen to a lecture by Prof. John F.
Weir, of Yale, upon Jean Francois Mil-
let. In introducing the speaker JudgeHoward Curtis said he placed the care
of the intellect and culture of the audi-
ence in the hand of the speaker. In
beginning his address Prof. Weir said
that no artist of recent times has com-
manded greater respect for his works
owing to the fact of their truth. He
then sketched the rise of art in France
and said the great event of the 17th
century was the founding of the Aca-
demy in Paris in 1648. But its influ-
ence came to be a hinderance since it
taught that art should conform to car-tai- n

academic rules. It taught a theoryinstead of studying nature. As some
one had said "Art was tongue tied bs
authority." The Academy stifled pro-
gress by setting up forms. The next
step was the founding of the Ecloe des
Beaux Arts in 1793, and later the or-
ganization of the Institute with its
medals, etc. The classical school pre-
vailed until 1824. as represented by
David. Then came romanticism, or ths
revolt, in 1818, with the cry of "Back
to Nature!" There was a feeling tor
the f3niliar and the commonplace.
