JAMES L. GOULD
DIES IN NORWICH

Distinguished  Journalist,
Lawyer, and Author of
Masonic Text Books.

Was Graduate of Yale and
for Twenty-five Years An
Owner and Managing Ed-
itor of The Farmer—Re-
garded as Most Prominent
Mason in Connecticut and
One of the Most Promin-|
ent in the World.

Hon. James L. Gould, for 25 years a
proprietor of the Farmer, and for five
vears judge of probate of the City of
Bridgeport, died this morning at his
residence in Norwich of pneumonia,
after an illness of a few days. His
wife also is suffering with pneumonia.
Stricken by the death of her father,
Miss Annle Gould, for years an inva-
lid, is seriously ill.

Mr. Gould had been suffering from
an attack of the grip for a week or ten
days when it suddenly turned to pluro-
pneumonia. At his great age he was
unable to withstand the ravages of the
congestion and died about 9 o'clock
this morning. On account of her se-
vere illnehs Mrs. Gould has not been
notifled of his death. Her physician
to-day sald she was very low but he
hoped for her recovery.

Mr. Gould was regarded as the most
distinguished Mason in Connecticut
and one of the most distinguished in
the world. -

The late James L. Gould was born
in Weston, Nov. 15, 1830. He re-
ceived his early education In the
schools of this city. In young man-
hood he attended Yale University, re-
ceived his diploma, and was graduat-
ed afterward becoming a lawyer. He
lived in Bridgeport until 1902. Since
that time he has made his home in
Norwieh, oceupying his residence in
that city during the winter months.
During the hot seasons he lived at
Eastern Point. a pretty summer resort
near New London

Mr. Gould was managing editor of
this paper from 1866 to 1891. He wus
a man of high character and great
'ability. As an employer he was ever
considerate of the rights and feelings
of those under him, a fact to which
the writer, who served as a subordin-
ate editor in his employ for nearly 20
years, with never a word of disagree-
ment, can testify.

As a friend, he was ever loyal; as an
eiditor. }:13 wls;si aglfrera;;ig'f. bw‘h;n be-

vin imse n the ; but he was
LSv‘lﬁ-gThtoleram of the. opinions of
cthers. Such men are not over plenti-
ful, and the world sustains a distinet
loss when one is taken away.

Mr. Gould became associated with
the Farmer in 1866, under the designa-
tion of Pomeroy, Gould & Co. By the
death of Mr. Pomeroy, the firm name
became in 1870, Gould & Stiles, and so
continued until Jan. 1, 1891, when Mr.
Gould retired because of a malady
which bereft him of vision.

Mr. Gould not only attained distine-
toin as a journalist, but as a lawyer.
He was five times chosen judge of pro-
bate for the Bridgeport district, serv=-
ing one year terms, as a Democrat,
in 1860, 1862, 1863, 1865 and 1886. His
opinions upon the law commanded the
respect of lawyers. His administration
of this important office was in the in-
terest of the humble and the friend-
less,

In politics Mr. Gould was a Jefferson-
fan Democrat. His political prinei-
ples were absorbed from the teachings
of the great apostle of the Democratic
party and modified to meet the chang-
ign order of the times.

He was a member of the Masonic
Fraternity and attained many masonie
honors, including the dignity of the
33rd degree. He was widely known in
the fraternity as the author of ma-
sonic text books, some of which are
of the highest authority. A_ portion
of his works are so abstruse as to re-
quire the profoundest knowledge of the
order and its prineciples upon the part
of the reader. Possibly the best
known of these writings is the “Guide
to the Royal Arch Chapter,” which
ran through several editions. He was
associated in thig work with John She-
ville, P. G. H. P., of New Jersey. The
work was published in its second edi-
tion in 1867, when Mr. Gould was G.
H. P., of the Grand Chapter of Connec-
ticut and G. G. R. A. Captain of the
General Grand Chapter of the United
States.

He has been a devoted student of
the Masonie institution, embracing in
his research its philosophy and sym-
bolism and has given special attention
to ritualistic matters. As chairman
of the committee on rituals in the
Grand Chapter, he reported the pres-
ent standard work. which was almost
unanimously adopted and which receiv-
ed the commendations of the leading
ritwalists of the country, and was sub-
sequenily adopted by the General
Grand Chapter of the United States,
with but two important differences, He
was made a Master Mason in St.
John's Lodge, Dec. 31, 1851; Royal
Arch Mason, Jerusalem <Chapter, Feb.
8, 1852: Royal and Select Mason, Jeru-
salem Council, Feb. 23, 1852; Knight
Templar, Hamilton Commandery, May
21, 1855: received Scottish Rite degrees
in Bridgeport in 1866; received 33rd de-
gree, June 7, 1866.

He held the following offices, Master
St. John's Lodge, 1870 to 1871; Most
Excellent High Priest of Jerusalem
Chapter, 1861 to 1887; Twice Illustrious
Master of Jerusalem Council, 1866 to
1867; Eminent Commander of Hamil-
ton Commandery, 1869; from 1864 to
1899, important offices in Scottish Rite;
Grand Master of Grand Lodge of Con-
necticut, 1871; Grand High Priest of
Grand Chapter, 1867 to 1868; Grand
Master Grand Council, 1864; Grand
Royal Arch Captain of General Grand
Chapter, TU. 8. A., 1865 to 1868.

Norwalk Reformer
Clergyman Flays
Senator Hodginson

Annual Dinner of Pastors’
Association at Stratfield,
Last Night, a Suceessful
Affair — Three Hundred
Clergymen and Laymen
in Attendance.

The annual banquet of the Bridge-
port Pastors’ Association at the Strat-
field, last night, was attended by 300
clergymen and laymen. The cuisine
wae modest in the extreme, but the
mental provender was of strong gual-
ity and high stimulating. This part
of the program was concentrated into
two addresses, the one by Rev. Char-
les H. Parkhurst, D. D., LL.D., whose
subject was ‘“The Church’s Responsi-
bility for Civic Righteousness, and the
other by Rev. George D. Egbert, South
Norwalk, whose subject was, “Pulpit
Plus Pew—We Win.”

Mr. Egbert has been doing in Con-

necticut, in a lesser way, the same
work that Rev. Dr. Parkhurst has been
doing in New York City. The im-
provement in ministerial methods in
vice fighting was displayed in both
addaresses. E

Both speakers gave emphasis to the
i@ea, that the lower forms of commer-
cial wvice rest upon the endorsement
and support given to them by the so-
called better classes. -

Rev. Mr. Egbert said that in Hart-
ford there was arrayed against the
ministerial bills to abolish wvarious
forms of vice the man who rented the
places, the man who insured the places
and the men of light and leading, who,
in one way or another profited by the
existence of the places.

Mr. Egbert paid his respects to Sen-
ator Hodginson, in the relation of an
inecident which displayed the senator in
Lo particularly gratifying light.

He told the story of a Norwalk man
who was opposed to the erusade
against the side rooms in that city.This
man occording to Mr. Egbert, was in-
duced to make a tour of inspection of
side rooms. ‘The very first door that
was opened disclosed the daughter of
the objecting citizen within.

Rev. Mr. Egbert complimented Sen-
ator Jeremiah Donovan of South Nor-
walk, saying that the latter had voted
in favor of the abolition of side rooms,
wthen the bill was passed in the Sen-
ate.

The toastmaster of the occasion was
Rev. George M. Brown, pastor of the
First M. B. church, and president of
the Association. '

Among the guests were Mayor Henry
Lee, Rev. H, C. Woodruff, Rev. H. H.
Tweedy, Rev. George C. Sauer and
Deacon Stirling,

Among city officials who listened to
the double arraignment of politicians
and political conditions were Police
Commissioner George E. Hill and Col.
E. H. Havens, paymaster on the staff
of Governor Liiley.

The gathering was called to order by
Rev, Mr. Brown. Rev. E. N. Pack-
ard offerad prayer.

Those who expected to listen to an
arraignment of the county commis-
sioners, and possibly of Speaker Banks
of the House of Representatives, by
Rev. Mr. Egbert, were disappointed.
The Norwalk pastor barely alluded to
these dignitaries, once to disclaim res-
ponsibility for the election of Banks
as speaker, and once to name Bridge-
port as the habitat of the commission-
ers.
