stock or bonds; that the market values
of the securities of the two companies
were about the same, and that, before
the deal was made, it was thought best
to consult President Roosevelt.

The whole thing looks like a “put-up
job.” The Steel trust desired to ab-
sorb its greatest competitor, but did
not dare to thus violate the Sherman
law without first securing a permit
from the President, which was obtain-
ed by representing to him that the ab-
sorption would aid in check’'ng the
“money panie.”” As no money was
used., and the market values of the
securities were about the same and
thus the one as good as the other for
use as collateral in obtaining loans, it
is quite clear that the argument as to
checking the panic was, to say the
least, insincere. The main question is,
Was the President imposed upon?

Trade and financial affairs are, says
Banker Clews, “at a relative stand-
stlll.” There is a disposition to “wait
for fresh signs, of encouragement” and
“until confidence becomes more set-
tled.” As causes, he cites: “A too vio-
lent recovery after the panic, the un-
certainty connected with tariff revis-
fon, and the high prices of many com-
modities which check consumption and
discourage future contracts.” As off-
sets, he cites “the prosperity of our
agricultural classes, and the great
abundance of cheap money.” In his
opinion, these conflicting iinfluemces
‘almost counterbalance each other”
and “which will prevail cannot be
told at this juncture.” Yet “many of
the conditions necessary for a fresh
forward start .are present; there is no
overproduection, finance and iIndustry
are sound, the country is sound, Its
resources are unimpaired and ecapital
is abundant. All that is wanted is
more confidence.” With regard to the
market itself, Mr. Clews says:

At present the outlook of the market
is uncertain. Activity would undoubt-
edly be promoted by lower prices, but
cheap money and a strong undertone
prevent radical weakness. No general
‘improvement can, however, be expect-
ed until the tariff gquestion is settled.
Congress appears to be impressed with
the desirability of prompt action as
soon as the extra session is called
early in March.
