Says Macadam Highways
- Will Not Last for Autos

Former State Engineer Re-
ports Barge C(Canal (Con-
tracts of $13,400,000 TLet
In Last Year. &

Albany, Feb. 11.—The annual report

| to the Legislature of Frederick Skene,

i ,‘forme!' State Engineer and Surveyor,
B was made public recently. Skene deals

Jwith two important subjects that had
his direct supervision—the building of
the RBarge Canal and of State highe
He lays much stress upon the
| necessity of providing hizhways that
wiil stand the wear of automobiles and
leaves a warning on that subject to the
Legislature. He says auto traffic will
have to be restricted more or new
methods of road bullding adopted.

Skene referred to his discussion of
the same problem in his report of a
Year ago. He said the suction of broad
auto tires on the roads and the use of
non-skidding devices were telling heav-
ilyv on macadam highways.

“Within the last year,” says Skene,
“the Empire State has well maintained
its position in the wvangunard of the
crusade for better roads. REight hun-
dred miles of splendid new macadam
highways have been thrown open to
the public.”

The problem of maintaining the
roads, he says, has become doubly dif-
ficuit in the last vear.

“Until the advent of the motor ears,”
he says, ‘“‘these conditions have been
fairly met and the broken stone road
satisfactory, but conditions now have
radically changed. The macadam road
of to-day is being rapidly denuded of
its binding material and its wearing
surface distintegrated, The construc-
tion methods of the past will not meet
the requirements of the future, or even
of the present. Elther the traffic which
produces this disastrous result must be
restricted or new methods, however ex-
pensive, must be used in construction
to meet the conditions which confront
us. Does any sane man who has fol-
lowed this question belleve for a mo-
ment that the first alternative will be
realized? It follows, then, that the
sooner the second alternative is adopt-
ed, the better for all concerned.

“Fines and license fees, t0 any rea-
sonable extent. do not reach the root
of the difficulty, nor will they meet
more than a tithe of the expense in-
volved.” :

Telling about the progress of the
barge canal, Skene says that in the
vear contracts to the amount of $13,-
400,000 were let, so that contracts for
the building of a total of 194 miles of
the canal at a total contract price of
$35,700,000 have been entered into. In
the last yvear work amounting to 3$5,-
590,000 was done, which was two and
one-half times that of the previous
vear. In the latter part of the seca-
son, Skene says, the work was going
on at the rate of $1.000,000 a month.
Skene said that in the present con-
tracts there was a saving of 4.3 per
cent. from the engineer's estimates and
a saving of T% per cent. from the ap-
propriation eatimates of 1803.

Skene emphasizes the point that vig-
orous appeals should be made to Con-
gress for an appropriation for the
“canalization” of the Hudson to Wa-
terford, the end of the barge canal. He
sald he already has sét the case clear-
Iy hefore the Rivers and Harbors Com-
mitiee and he has prepared @ mem-
orial to Congress asking for aid. He
gaid the Hudson River Improvement
Association had been organized to ad-
vocate a 22-foot channel in the Hudson
River to connect with the barge canal
at Waterford.

ter, D. A. R., $50. The estate on hand,
which amounts to $18981.72, is given
to Missionary Society of the Diocese of
Connecticut, a corporation of the Pro-
testant Episcopal Church, to be held in
trust, the income to be used as an
aid to weak parishes and missions in
the diocese.

0ld Coscob House,

On the west side, near the bridge, at
Coscob, stands one of the oldest houses
in the State. It was built long before
the revolutionary war. Its history can
be traced back for 160 vears, and it
must be at least 200 years old. "It is
now owned by the family of Joseph
Brush. On the west side of the house
may still be seen the place where the
door used to enter the bhar-room, for
this used to be known as one of the
old New York and Boston inns. On
this same side you can see where the
kitchen was built out from the house
and wused to extend to where the
store now stands. Over the top of this
kitchen slaves had their quarters. Here
vou find an old stone chimney, twelve
or fifteen feet wide, with its huge fire-
places into which logs of wood were
rolled. On the east side of the house
can be seen shingles that have been on
the house ever since it was built.
They are about three feet long, and
hand-made. .All the nails used in the
shingles and many of the boards are of
hand-made wrought iron. The two
front rooms up stalrs were in earlier
days divided by a moving wall which
could be raised and fastened, turning
the rooms into one and forming a ball-

room.
