CONN. COURT HAS
*JURISDICTION

Interesting Decision Upon
Side Issue in Famous Di-
vorce Case,

Judge Gager yesterday rendered a
decision on the application of Walter
C. Morrill of New York for a modifica-
tlon of the decree of divorce from An-
foinette C. Morrill, now the Baroness
Von Romberg, of Berlin, as relating to
the care and custody of thelr two
minor children. The decesion is not
on the main question, but is on the
plea offered by Attorney Stoddard of
New Haven, counsel for Baroness Von
Remberg. :

At will be recalled that the applica-
tion for divorce between the Morrills
was heard before a referee, and it was
agreed that Mrs. Morrill should be
given the divorce on the grounds of
intolerable cruelty and also the cus-
tody and care of the two minor chil-
dren, but Mr. Morrill was allowed to
have their care six weeks out of the
year.

Mrs. Momrill, after the decree, visited
Germany and married the Baron Von
Romberg. The children were taken to
Germany, are being educated there
and will in all probability be German
subjects. For tWs reason the father
of the children brought a petition for
a. modification of the decree of divorce,
as far as it relates to the children.

Attorney Stoddard caised the point,
““Has the court jurisdiction to hear and
determine the case?” State's Attor-
ney Judson offered a demurrer, and
the court sustained the demurrer. The
court ruled that, at the time of the
granting of the divorce, that all the
parties were within the jurisdiction of
the ecourt; the order of the court creat-
ed a sort of guardianship and by the
terms of the statute the guardianship
remains within the jurisdiction of the|
court passing the original order. The
court states that it seems clear that
the court granting the original order,
which had then jurisdiction of both
parents and children, has by the terms
of the statute the continuing power
wherever the partles may be. to
change, modify, or affirm the original
decree without reference to the sub-
ject matter; that Is the custody of the
children. Whether or not the power!
should be exercised, though argued by,
the respondent as bearing upon the
determination of the plea to the juris-
diction, €hould not be considered.

SHAY CHARGES
A CONSPIRACY

Says His Arrest for At-
tempting to Aid in Tombs
Escape Is a Plot.

Former Attorney for Hains
Is Held in $5,000 Bail—
Peck, Other Man Arrest-
ed, Makes a Confession
Implicating Attorney.

#New York, Feb. 11.—Attorney Joseph

A. Shay ore of the counsel of the

out, Peck sald Shay furnished the
money or part of it with which a
chauffecr’s outfit was to be purchased
and in this disguise Mercer was to es-
cape from the Tombs. The escape was
attempted late yesterday afternoon.The
district attorney’s office had discovered
the plot and the arrest of Peck was
made as he was leaving the Tombs.

Emancipator Unveiled
At Shelton School

Secretary Hallen Addresses
Children at Maplewood—

To-morrow being Linccin Day, the
schools of the city will be closed. This
afternoon in all the schools of the city
appropriate exercises were held (o
commemorate the memory of the
martyred president.

farms to receive extra compensation;
providing that town clerks shall be
paid for all work for which fees are
not established by the statutes; one
amending the constitution that the
House of Representatives shall be com-
posed of one member from each town
and one from each Senatorial district;
one providing that no voter who has
not pald his poll tax shall vote; one
prohibiting the sales of liquor outside
the town in which the dealer is li-
censed: one making the legal speed
1imit for automobiles 20 miles an hour
outside cities and 10 miles an hour in-
side and also providing that all auto-
mobiles passing a street car which is
discharginb passengers must be
brought to an absolute stop; one giv-
ing trolley roads the right to condemn
land for the purpose of widening
highways to provide for public safe-
ty:; one making the liquor license fee
$450 in towns of over 3000 population
and $250 in towns of 3,000
or under; one establishing a legal
schedule of fees for probate courts;
one cousing all street cars to have
vestibules on both ends; one Iincor-
porating the Connecticut Home Tele-
phone Company; one prohibiting the
sale of liquor in any part of Cgnnec-
tiecut; one establishing provision for
the report and care of cases of tuber-
cnlosis: one amending the constitution
to provide for annual sesslons of the
Legislature to be limited to three
months each; one glving a life tenure
to the clerk of bills; one establishing a
State farm for inebriates; one provid-
ing for dollar gas in all cities and
towns in Connecticut; one directing
the hoard of control to purchase voting
mackines at the rate of 100 per year
and lease them to cities and towns;
one prohibiting the manufacture or
sale of cigarettés, and one estahlishing
dormitories In all State Normal
schools, .
