While the fif-
teenth amendment has not been gener-
ally observed In the past, it ought to
be observed, and the tendency of
southern legislation today is toward
the enactment of electoral qualifica-
tions which shall sguare with that
amendment.
Ne Respeal of Fifteenth Amendment.
Of course the mere adoption of a
Jaw is only one step in
the right direction. It must be fairly
and justly enforced as well. In time
both will come. Hence it is clear to
all that the dominstion of an ignorant,
ifrresponsible element can be prevent-
ed by constitutional laws which shall
exclude from votilng both negroes and
whites not having education or other
qualifications thought to be necessary
Tor a proper electorate. The danger
of the control of an ignorant electorate
has therefore passed. With this change
the interest which many of the south-
ern white citizens take in the welfare
of the negroes has increased. The col-
ored men must base their hope on the
results of theilr own industry, self re-
straint, thrift and business success as
well as upon the ald and cemfort and
mﬂhwhkh they may receive
1'1‘-' white neighbors of the
th. There was a time when north-
who sympathized with the nDe-
in his necessary struggle for bet-
conditions sought to give to him
as a protection and to en-
fts- exercisc against the prevail-
sentiment of the south.

clety, on the farm and In the shop and
in other occupations, may come. The
negrees are now Americans Their
ancestors came here years ago agrinst
thefr will, and this is-their only coun-
try and their only fiag. They have
shown themselves anxious to live for
it and to die for it. Encountering the
race feeling against them, subjected
at times to cruel injustice growing out
of it, they may well have our profound
sympathy and sid In the struggle they
are ‘making. - 'We are charged with the
sacred duty of making their path as
smooth and easy as we can. Any
recognition of their distinguished men,
any appointment to office from among
thefr oumber, is properly taken as an
engouragement and an appreciation of
their progress, and this just policy
shall be pursued.

.t‘l‘hi Appointment of Negroes.

But it may well admit of doubt
whetller in case of any race an ap-
pointment of cne of their number to
a local office in & community in which
the race feeling is so widespread and
acute as to interfere with the ease and
facility with which the local govern-
ment busgiress can be done by the ap-
pointee is of sufficient benefit by way
of encouragement to the race to out-
weligh the recurrence and increase of
race feeling which such an appoint-
ment is likely to engender. Therefore
the executive in recognizing the negro
race by appointments must exercise a
careful discretion not thereby to do it
more barm than good. On the other
bhand, we must be careful not to en-
courage the mere pretense of race feel-
ing manufactured in the interest of in-
d.lggm political ambition.

race prejudice or feeling, and recozni-

who have to bear it or suffer from it,
and I guestion the wisdom of a policy
which s lkely to increase it. Mean-
timle, if nothing is done to prevent, a
bétter feeling between the negroes and
thé“whites in the south will continue
to grow, and more and more of the
wiitte people will come to realize that
Huture of the south is to be much
ben€lited by the industrial and intel-
lectual progress of the megro. The ex-
ercise of political franehises by those
of his race who are intelligent and
well to do will be acquiesced In, and
the right to vote will be withheld only
frowm the ignorant and irresponsible of
both races,

The Labor Question.

There 15 one other matter to which I

of grea Diroversy during the elee-
tlon and ealls for at least a passing
reference now. My distinguished pred-
ecessor In.lrgiven much attention to
the cause of labor, with whose strug-
gle for wm he has shown the
sincerest sympathy. At his instance
mhﬂl passed the bill fixing the

rule of comparative negligence. It has
also passed a law fixing the compen-
sation of government employvees for
injuries sustained in the employ of the
government through the negligence of
the superior. It also passed a model
child labor law for the Dlistrict of Co-
lumbia. In previous administrations
an arbitration law for Interstate com-
merce raflroads and thelr employees
and laws for the application of safety
devices to save the lives and limbs of |
employees of interstate rallroads had |
been passed. Additional legisiation of
this kind was passed by the outgoing
COngress,

I wish to say that, in so far as 1 can, |
1 hope to promote the enactment of |
further legislation of this character.
I am strongly convinced that the gov- |
ernment should make itself as respon-
sible to employees injured in its em-
ploy as an interstate railway corpora-
tion is made responsible by federal
law to its employees, and I shall be
glad, whenever any additionsal reasona- |
ble safety device can be Invented to
reduce the loss of life and limb among
rallway employees, to urge congress
to require its andoption by Interstate
rallways.

Use of Injunctions Necesaary.

Another labor guestion has - arisen
which has awakened the most excited
discussion. That is in respect to the
power of the federal courts to issue
injunctions in industrial disputes, As
to that, my cenvictions are fixed. Take
away from courts, if it could be taken
away, the power to issue injunctions
in labor disputes, and it would create
a privileged class among the laborers
and save the lawless among their num-
ber from a most needful remedy avail-
able to all men for the protection of
their business against lawless Invasion.
The proposition that business is not a
property or pecunlary right which can
be protected by equitable injunction is
utterly without foundation in prece-
dent or reason. The proposition is
usually linked with one to make the
secondary boycott lawful Such a
proposition is at wvariance with the
American Instinet and will find no |
support, in my judgment, when sdbmit-
ted to the American people. The sec-
ondary boycott Is an instrument of
tyranny and ought: not to be made
legitimate.

The issulng of a temporary restrain-
ing order without notice has In several
instances bheen abused by its incon-
siderate exercise, and to remedy this
the platform upon which T was elect-
ed recommends the formulation in a
statute of the conditions under which
such a temporary restralning order
ought to issme. A statute can and
onght to be framed to embody the best
modern practice and ean bring the sub-
ject so closely to the attention of the
rourt as to make abuses of the process
anlikely In the futore. American peo-
ple, If T understand them. Insist that
the authority of -the courts shall be
sustained and sre opposed to any
change in the procedure by which the
powers of a court may be weakenea
and the feariess and effective admin-
istration of justice Be Interfered with.
