|HOUSE CLEANING

OVER BY APRIL 1

Board of Health Will Clean up Yards
After That Date and Charge Expense
to Property Owners.

Spring cleaning was the principal
subject of discussion at the meeting of
the Board of Health held last evening.
This year the board will exercise its
powers and attempt to get the clty
cleaned up on April 1. If spring house
clearing is not over by that time the

oard will do the work itself and
charge the expense w the property
owners. Back yarde and other places
will be subjected to a rigid inspection
and it is expecled that the clty will be
cleaner than ever before summer. The
board now has money to apply to this
work and it will be prosecuted with
vigor.

A specific case which was considered
was that of Augustine Noll, 254 Sea-
view avenue, whose premises have
been the subject of discussion at prev-
ious meetings of the board. The at-
tempt to get Noll into a8 public insti-
tution for incompetents has failed. He
enjoys a small income from the estates
of his parents but lives in wretched-
ness \and squalor at his home on Sea-
view avenue. Constarff complaints
are made by residents of the wicinity.
Until some more definite disposition of
the case can be made Noll's conserva-
tor, Alfred Griesinger, wili be instruct-
ed to have the D»Dremlises cleaned at
least orce a week
