J. H. STARIN DEAD

Aged Owner of New Haven Steamship
Lime Expires at New York Home.

FROM CLERK TO GAPITALIST.

John H. Starin, the steamship own-
er and former rapid transit commis-
sioner in New York city, died yester-
day at his home there aged 83 years.

Mr. Starin, who died a millionaire,
began Iife as a clerk in a drug store
in western New York. He worked 14
hours & day for 76 centa a week.

He was born at Sammonsville, N. Y.,
in 1825, was ed at a private
academy In Schoharie county., studied
medicine and worked in his brother's
drug store in Fultonville,

In 1856 he came to New York and
openad a store for the sale of medicires
and toilet articles, and this venture
was successful.

He broached to the officer of a rail-
road the idea of a frelght agency and
obtained a contract with one of the
big trunk lines, selling out the drug
business, The breaking out of the
luv!l war caused him to prosper great-
5.

He was able to serve the govern-
ment to better advantage in carrying
Its troops and supplles to the front
than it could do with Itsa own means.
By the end of the war he had bulilt
up large railroad and steamboat con-
nections. Later he acquired a fleet of
steamers plying between New York
and New Haven, and excurslon boats,
graln boats, lighters and tugs. He
alse owned a ship yard and iron works
on Staten Island.

Many years ago he acquired Glen
Island in Long Island Sound, which
he Titted up at large expense as a

pleasure resort. To it his large fleet
of boats took thousands daily in the
summer from this city and New York,

338,100 for dividends there was left 313.-
601.400 in undivided profits, The com-
bined Lalance showed total assets of
$680,044,200 with a surplus of $31,759.600
and depreciation and other reserves of
$40,480,200,

The carnings of the American Tele-
phone & Telegraph <Company also
showed a decided Improvement over
last year and all other years in the
company’'s history. The net revenue
was $18,121,707.26 out of which divi-
dends of eight per eent were paid
amounting to $12.459,156, leaving a sur-
plus of %05 662.5651.26.

At the end of the yvear there was 26,-

TALK ON LINCOLN

Speaker Int'mately Identified With Events
Which Preceded Assassination of
Great President.

Major J. B. Merwin, addressed a
large meeting of the Men'zs club at

Gracee M. E. church last night giving
his personal recollections and reminis-
censes of Abraham Lincoln, The
church was filled with members of the
ciub and theilr guests. The meeting
was patriotic from beginning to end.
It opened with the *Battle Hyvmn of
the Republic” sung by a chorus led by
Miss Esther Berg. Comrade T. P.
Ellsworth read Lincoln's Gettysburg
address. Rev. J., E Parks read two
original letters written to Maj.

Merwin was intimately identi-
fled with the events which preceded
the assassinatlon of the president. He
described graphically the stirring oec-
currences of that perfod.

Throwing Fire at Soldiers.

Greek fire, which had several other
names—wild fire, liguid fire, wet fire
and fire rain—was the most destructive
war material nsed before the introdue-
tion of gunpowder. Discovered by
Callinlcus, a Syrian, it was first used
in the siege of Constantinople, 673-678,
and at Mecca, 690. According to an
eyewitness, it made a nolse lke thun-
der, looked like a dragon flying through
the air and made night light as day.
This, allowing for a vivid imagination,
glves its strikng characteristics when
poured from caldrons, shot from cop-
per tubes in balls of twisted flax or
expelled from catapults in wvials dur-
ing sieges and naval engagements.
Water made it burn more flercely, and
wherever it fell It spread a torrent of
fire. So well was the secret of its pro-
duction kept that its precise ingredi-
ents and admixture were still un-
known, but it is certain that naphtha,
sulphur, gums of resinous trees, char-
coal, salipeter, pitch and other bitu-
mens were used.
