SIX BODIES
FROM RUINS
OF LENOX FIRE

(Special from United Press.)

Lenox, Mass.,, April 12.—At nine
o'clock this morning no more bodies
had been found in the ruins of the fire
which destroyed $500.000 worth of
property here yesterday and caused
the loss of six lives, »

Tons of water are being peured on
the stiil blazing ruins rendering the
work of recovery of any bodies there
impossible, untll the mass has cooled.
At 10 this morning the selectmen met
In session to consider ways and means
to relieve the suffering of those ren-
dered homeless by the fire and the fire
department met at noon for further ac-
tion. Mrs. Nelson Root, George Root
and Walter Root, who suffered severe
burne in thelr attempts to escape from
the Clifford Bauaildingz, are reported at
the hospital as doing as well as could
be expected from the nature of their
injuries and no anxiety is felt as to
their condition.

The fire is supposed to have started
from spontapneous combustion in the
stock of James Clifford & Sons Com-
pany, hardware dealers. They had tur-
pentine, paints, oils and dynamite stor-
ed » the basement.

George Root, who lived in the upper
story of the Clifford Block, was awak-
ened by smoke that rolled into his
room from a partly covered chimney
hole. He called his brother and moth-
er, and they ran down the front staira
in their night clothes, shouting to the
cther occupants of the upper floors as
they went. They found the front door
in flames, but the men wrenched it
open and they dashed through.

The Rootz had barely crossed the
street before there was a terrific ex-
plosion in the building behind them,
and in an instant the Clifford block was
all aflame. This explosion was heard
for a distance of six miles, shattered
windows within a wide radius and
caused the fire alarm to ring.

Horace Perrill and his wife, other oc-
cupants of the top floor, aroused by
the shouts of the Roots, had got half
way down the front stairs when they
saw the flames leaping up to bar their
exit. Three women were below them,
trying to get out through the front
door, but Perrill saw that the attempt
was useless. He rushed his wife
through a long corridor to the back
stairs, and got out in safety.

Iin the Clifford Building, where the
fire started, six lilves were lost. The
dead are Edward C., Ventres, 41 years
old, a contracting electrician; Mrs. Ed-
ward C. Ventres, 35; Leslle Ventres, 12,
daughter of My and Mrs. E. C. Ven-
tres; Miss Alice French, 41, a book-
keeper; “Tiss Belle Cook, 40. daunghter
of Mrs. R. Hiram Cook, bookkeeper in
Curtis Hotel and Miss Mary Sparks,
26, a school teacher.

MAY RESTORE CUT SALARIES

New Haven, April 12.—While a re-
port that the reduced salarfes of the
upper class of officlals of e New
York, New Haven & Hartford firoad
Company will be returned soon to the
old figures is authoritatively denied, it
i= regarded as probable that those sal-
aries will be restored at or about the
beginning of the next fiscal year In
July provided the present rate of the
earnings of the company continues.
The salaries in question were reduced
a year ago at a 5 per cent. rate for sal-
aries between $1.200 and £2,000 a year
and 10 per cerit. on salaries over $2,000,
these reductions being from the presi-
dent down. The return of the old sal-
ary rate is dependent on the earning
of the dividend this fiscal year, which
the present rate of earnings seem rea-
sonably to assure. The total reduction
a vear ago, amounted to about $120,000
a year.,

Mis Clough asserts that In 18583 she
met Tucker at Ossipee, N. H., and
after a brlef courtship the couple were
married at Wolfboro, the Rev. M. Stiil-
ings officiating. According to the
gtatement of the young woman the
marriage took place seven months be-
fore his marriage to Miss Grace O=s-
born, his other wife. James H. Vahey,
counsel for the young murderer and
consequently deeply In his confldence,
refused to believe that such an event
could have occurred and he have no
knowledge of it but Miss Clough
strenuvously maintains her claim, offer-
ing to produce her marriage cortificate
to sustain her statement.

WHERE IS MAN

This morn-
ing he told his story of the affair to
Capt. Arnold .of the detective depart-
ment. He said that the boy was roll-
ing a hoop down the incline on Park
avenue and ran into his wagon at the
corner of Rallroad. The wheels pass-
ed over the boy breaking both his legs,
He picked up the boy and turned him
over to an*older brother. He denied
that he was driving fgst or that he was
fn any way to blame for the accldent,
The Tyer boy is now at St. Vincent's
hospital where he ls doing nicely and
will recover. The police are making
an effort to stop the reckless driving of
a class of foreign born residents who
do not seem to have much considera-
tion for the rights of pedestrians. The
friepds of the boy are pressing the
prosecution against Kerchi but it is
doubtful if any action is taken. Al
the parties concerned will present their
evidence at police headquarters this
evening.

DEATH CHAIR

CLAIMS YOUTH
AT SING SING

(Special from United Press.)

Ossining, N. Y., April 12,——Bernird
Carlin, a 20 year old youth who killed
his mother in Brooklyn on April 8th
last year, was electrocuted In Sing Sing
prison a few minutes after six o'clock
to-day. Only one shock was necessary
and the boy was pronounced dead. It
was one of the most successful execu-
tions ever held in the local prison.

Carlin walked with a firm step to
the death chalir. To Rev. Father C. V.
Mahoney, pastor St. Augustine’s church
he made the following statement to be
given out when his death occurred:

“I was suffering from a hallucina-
tion when I killed my mother but I
realize that this does not excuse me
Since my convietion I have come un-
der the influence of religion and I rea-
lize the enormity of my crime. A
man'e best friend is his mother and 1
am ready. and anxious to die.™

Carlin’s two sisters bid farewell to
their brother last evening and from
that time he spent the hours to the
time of the walk to the chair in prayer
with the prison chanplaln,

Most of Carlin's life was spent in
orphan asylums and reformatories. He
was discharged from the House of
Refuge a few hours before the crime.
Heo blamed his mother for his bad eyes
which were very weak and while In
prison decided to kill her. He bought
a revolver en route to his home and
shot his mother the moment he was let
into the house.

In sentencing him the presiding: jus-
tice =said: ““Your crime was one of the
most ahbominable acts in the history of
humanity. You are a monster who has
no right to live.”

Counsel Henkler made an unsuccess-
ful sttempt to save his life, carryipe
an appeal to the court of appeals and
finally tegged the governor (o com-
mute the sentence on the plea of In-
sanity from birth.

PETROSINO IS
BURIED TODAY
WITH HONORS

(3pecial from United Press)

New York, April 12—With honors
such as were never before paid to a
simple policeman whose claim for fame
was simply that he had done his duty
with the result that he was murdered
by the criminals that feared him,
Lieutenant of Police Joseph Petrosino
was ‘buried today. But the funeral
took on a sinister note through the
intimation conveyed to the authorities
that Itallan cdiminals, who were not
satisfled with the death of the man
they feared most, planned another out-
rage during the funeral.

Long before the hour set for the fu-
neral, crowds began to gather on La-
favette street, near the home of the
dead officer. All were kent on the
move by three hundred uniformed po-
licemen detalled for that purnose. Of-
ficers also kent track of the move-
ments of the crowd from adjacent
roofs. The funeral procession moved
from the house to old St. Patrick's
where Petrosino had been a regular ad-
tendant. Uniformed men marched on
each slde of the hearse and the car-
riages containing the mourners, and
the curiosity seekers were kept at a
distance.

As = last tribute to the dead man
nearly every city official, judges and
representatives of civic organisations
were In line while flags on all city and
county bulldings were at half mast,

Two regiments of police and egquad-
rons of mounted men, a battalion of
firemen in command of Chief Croker
and all of the officials of the fire and
police departments were in line, Be-
hind them came every Itallan society
in the greater eity, the line being prob-
ably the longest ever seen at a fuo-
neral in this eity. At the church the
Rev. Father Lavelle and Rev. Father
Carney officiated and a solemn high
mass of requiem was sung. The old
chureh, once the fashionable of the
city, but now one of the most modest,
wnas far too small and only the Invited
guests were permitted to enter by the
police. Following the services the
procesasion marched through the streets,
passing police headquarters where Pet-
rosino was stationede for many years.
up fashionable Fifth avenue and
across to the cemetery. At the Man-
hattan end of the bridge most of the
men on foot dropped out but four
troops of mounted police went all the
way to the cemeter? while flanking
parties of bicyvele police kept the party
in sight all the way.

All along the route of march thou-
sands gathered and stood bareheaded
a= the body of the dead policeman

passed.

Famous Collection of Antlers.

Of the famous collections of antlers
formed in the seventeenth century only
two or three have escaped the general
fate of confiegrations, sieges and pil-
lage. One of these is in Moritzburg,
the king of Saxonv’s historical hunting
castle, near Dresden, while In the cele-
brated gun gallery in Dresden itself
are to be seen in an wuarivaled show
the wonderfully Inlaid arms used by
the elector. The great banqueting hall
of the castle of Moritzburg is one of
the sights with whiclhi no doubt many
a traveled reader has been charmed.
It is a chamber of noble proportions,
sixty-six feet long by thirty-four wide

and thirty-eighr feet high. On its oth-
erwise unadorned white walls hang
seventy-one pairs of magnificent ant-
lers, which one may describe as the
most famous of their kind in the world.
Not a single one carrles less than
twenty-four tines or is less than 20C
years old, while some are probably
double that age.

A Celebrated Clock.

The art of the clockmaker has
achieved many remarkable triumphs
durlng many centuries. @Gometimes It
Is & clock vonderful for the complexi-
ty of its movements and its busy popu-
lation of automatons that atitracts our
admiration, llke that in the Cathedral
of Strassburg. At other times the Im-
mense size of the machinery and the
dlals éxclten astonishment. This is the
case with the celebrated clock in the
tower of the Church of St. Rombaut at

Mechlin. A writer In La Nature thinks
this clock possesseas the largest dilals
that exist In‘the world. There are four
of them, one on each side of the great
square tower, and thelr extreme diam-
eter is nearly thirty-seven and one-half
feet. The figures showing the hours
are nearly six and one-half feet high,
and.the hands have n length of nearly
twelve feet.
