He possesssed
wonderful staminge and gameness as

well as a terrific punch in either hand,
but because of a general lack of knowl-
edge of ring tactics he was subjected
to a hard beating. If Kaufman had
shown s faster attack coupled with
better head work there I8 mno doubt
that Ross would have been put away.
Kaufmen's slowness proved a costly
fault, but he found that he could stand
up under heavy blows on the jaw and
in the stomach and at the same time
could come back with gruelling pun-
fshment. But as a sclentific pugilist
he did not begin to have the skill of
such men as Jeffries, Corbett, Fitzsim-
mons, Sharkey, McCoy and Choynskl
Kaufman is only 28 years old and can
iearn many valuable points in future.
He iz wonderfully strong and has a
lion's heart, but until he knows how to
use his feet as well as his hands he
eannot be regarded as a sure winner
over either Johnson or Ketchel. The
fact that Jim Barry stayed thirty-nine
rounds with Kaufman coupled with his
showing against Ross is conclusive evi-
dence that he lacks real champlonship
class. Aggressiveness counts for a lot
in successful pugilism, and in the this
respect an is sadly deficlent at
present.
