Clay was elected
speaker of the house of representatives
on the first day of his term In that
body and was five times He
was twice elected United States sena-
tor, once unanimously by the Kentucky
legislature, and held several other high
offices. If there was ever a popular
Idol in the politics of this country, it
was Henry Clay, but he could not be
elected president.
