Wasmer's Shorn Lock.
Wagner, the composer, at one time

became afflicted with headaches and
determined to have his hair cut. He
accordingly arranged with a barber to
perform the operation on a certain day.
That worthy resolved to make a good
thing of it and Informed all his cus-
tomers of Wagner's impending sacri-
fice. Most of them paid him a certain
sum down In advance to make sure of
a lock of the great musician's hair. To
the barber's horror Mme. Wagner su-

perintended the cutting and when it
was over appropriated the 'sJiole of
the coveted locks. The barber, in de-

spair, confessed that he bad sold them
many times over, whereupon madam
suggested that her butcher had hair
very much ' like Wagner's. And the
story goes that that night half Dres-
den slept with the butcher's hair un-

der its pillow.

Historic Relic.
The Chesapeake, famous for her en-

counter with the British ship Shan-
non hi the war of 1812, is still in ex-

istence. When she was captured by
the British she was taken to England
by her captor. Sir Philip Broke, and
some years later her timbers were
sold. The purchaser was a miller in
Wiskbam, and when he pulled down
his old mill he built a new one from
the timbers of the Chesapeake. Many
of these timbers still have the marks
of the Shannon's grapeshot, and in
some places the shots are stall to be
seen deeply imbedded In the pitch pine.
If the builder who made this ship
kne-- that its timbers were being used
in ateill which is making money for
a subject of Great Britain there la no
doubt that he would at least try to rise
from his grave to right the wrong.

,. A Great Painter's Derlnning.
Sir Thomas Lawrence was one of

toe great portrait painters in England.
His parents were poor, his father be-

ing a country Innkeeper. One day
Lord Shaftesbury's father and mother
topped at the inn, having their young-

er son, the future lord, with them. In
conversation the Innkeeper spoke of
the genius of his boy in drawintf and
wished them to test It by a picture of
their son. They assented, thinking to
gratify a father's pride, but not look-

ing for any evidence of superior talent.
The boy came In modestly, with chalk
and paper, and in a few minutes had
drawn a picture of their son on which
the parents looked with wonder. They
recognized the genius and the promise
of future greatness and befriended the
young artist, giving him the help need-
ed to develop his wonderful gift.

The Valuable Painty a Pal u
Hindoo poem enumerates 800 pur-

poses to which the Palmyra palm alone
hi put Among other things it supplies
paper for writing upon, an intoxicat-
ing drink called "toddy," large quan-
tities of sugar fruit and a vegetable
for the table when the plants axe
young. Palm wine is also obtained
from the juice of the sago palm, which
yields excellent sugar candy when boil-

ed. The pith of the trunk forms a
large part of toe food of the natives
In many parts of India. Ropes, brush-
es and brooms are manufactured from
the fiber of the leaf stalks.

Largest Family on Record.
In the Harleian manuscript, Nob. 78

and 980, In the library of the British
museum mention is made of the most
extraordinary family that has ever
been known in the world's history.
The parties were a Scotch weaver and
his wife (not wives), who were the
father and mother of sixty-tw- o chil-
dren. The majority of the offspring
of this prolific pair were boys exactly
how many is not known, for the rec-

ord mentions the fact that forty-si- x of
the male children lived to reach man-
hood's estate and only four of the
daughters lived to be grownup wom-
en. Thirty-nin- e of the sons were still
living in the year 1680, the majority
of them then residing in and about
Newcastle-on-Tyn- e. It is recorded in
one of the old histories of Newcastle
that "a certyne gentleman of large

rode "thirty and three miles
beyond the Tyne to prove this won-
derful story." It Is further related
that Sir J. Bowers adopted ten of the
sons and three other "landed gentle
men" took ten each. The remaining
members of the extraordinary family
were brought up by the parents.

Msscagni's Royal Critic.
Maseagni, the famous composer,

was once asked to entertain the royal
court in Rome. He did so and de-

lighted his audience. When he finished
playing he started a conversation with
a little princess who had stood near
the piano during the recital and had
shown every sign of deep interest. As
a matter of fact, she had been In-

structed by her mother to say, if any
question should be asked, that "Mai-cag- ni

was the greatest musician in
Italy."

The composer asked her which of
the great living masters she liked best,
and the proud mother turned toward
the child to hear the pretty little
speech which had been taught her.
Instead of the compliment came the
withering remark:

"There are no great masters living.
They are all dead."

The musician gave a little start and
then said:

"Tour excellency, permit me to con
gratnlate you. You are the most truth
ful critic in Europe." each succeeaing raonm.
