FOR LARCENY

Presented Pitiable Picture
When Arraigned Before
Magistrate, Charged With
Carrying Away Contribu
tion Box of Sunshine So
ciety Once Electrified
All Texas With Revival
Services.

(Special from United Press.)
New York, May 29. Relatives and

friends of George Waverly Briggs, 30

years of age admittedly the greatest
revivalist the South ever produced,
rallied to his aid to-d- ay when he was
arraigned in the Harlem police court
on a charge of larceny and set on foot
the machinery to have him sent to a
sanitarium, where he can have the
care made necessary by failing health.
He presented a pitiable picture when
arraigned before the magistrate show-
ing that he was In no way responsiblefor his indescretions. He was weepingand failed to fully recognize relatives
who were present. Although 57 yearsof age, he was stooped like a man of
ninety and his face was deeply lined
indicating the use of drugs. He was
ordered detained until his case can be
Investigated and the magistrate de-
cides what Is best to do for him.

Briggs has been living with a brother-in-

-law in the Bronx and he was
arrested last night charged with carry-
ing away a contribution box of the
Sunshine Society from an uptown drug-
store. The box was found on him and
he admitted the theft while a search
of his clothing revealed forty pawn
tickets ranging from 40 cents to fortydollars. He pleaded with the police to
be released, explaining that he was a
drug victim and resorted to the drugwhen 111 and broken down.

Dr. Briggs was graduated from the
University of Alabama and was for
years a pastor in Galveston where he
conducted revival services that elec-
trified all Texas. In 1885 he went to
New Orleans where he had a parishand became an editor of the Southern
Christian Advocate. He had many
parishes in succession in Louisianna,
Tennessee and Kentucky but was fin-

ally forced to retire from the ministry.
He then took to the lecture platformbut he broke down and relatives took
care of him. He was let go.

Imperial Decree Read to
Army and Navy Today
Points Out That Alleg
iance of Military Forces
Is Not to the Young
Turks But to Turkey.

(Special from United Press.)
Constantinople, May 29. An Imperial

decree, intended to discourage the in-

creasing political agitation in the
army and navy and to create a greater
reeling or loyalty to the empire, was
read to all ':he troops and marines to
day by Salih Pasha, minister of war.
On the order of General Cheftek Pasha
the Turkish military commander, all
the troops and marines in Constant!
nople were drawn up at noon on thewar ministry's parade grounds to hear
the decree.

The decree recited that the constittL-tio- n

gives the Sultan complete com-
mand of the army and navy but Salih
urged that thin grant of power de
manded the Sultan's allegiance to the
military forces and that there should
be no friction or jealousies between
them. The war minister sought to
impress the several thousand men who
heard the decree that their allegiancewas not to the Young Turks, but to
the Nation and that should the Young
Turks ever adopt a course immicable
to the government, the duty of the
army and navy would be to oppose
them, Just as it had supported them
In the last outbreak. Chef tak Pasha
is preparing to leave within a day or
two for Albania to personally conduct
the campaign against the Reactionaries
there. The situation in Albania has
suddenly developed into an alarmingrebelllan and Cheftek will use an Iron
hand in restoring order.

Secret advices received to-da- y from
Adana indicate that the situation there
is rapidly getting beyond control and
that fresh massacres are imminent.
Thetroops sent to Asia-Mino- r, it is
feared, have become influenced for the
Reactionaries, in which event the hor
rible atrocities of several weeks ago
are likely to be repeated on an even
larger scale.

The local military leaders say that
if the trouble breaks out again they
will personally lead an army of 20,000
soldiers to the affected region and
completely stamp out the Reactionary
tendency.

NORTH POLE MAN

Applies for Citizenship Pa-

pers and Tells of Iceberg
Land. .

To Gudmund Hjaltson, a baker of
835 State str, aged 37 years, goes
the honor of being the first native of
Iceland to ever apply to the Superior
court of this county for naturalization
papers. HJaltson is a very talkative
chap, speaking good '. English, and
thinks well of Uncle Sam. He says
the people of this country have a very
vague irhpression of the inhabitants of
his native land. They are not all
Eskimos as the historians would have
us think. Gudmund hails from a town
called Isafjord which is well within
the Arctic Circle. He says that they
do not see the sun for six months dur-
ing the year, and that for two months
the sun appears in the evening, giving
the name to the island, "The Land of
the Midnight Sun." Gudmund is
working in almost one of the hottest
places possible, over a baker's 6ven;

Sensational Statement Made
by Senator Depew Today
in Speech on Document
Received from Prince Von
Buelow Regarding Tariff
Bill.

influence the action of the United
States Congress in framing the new
tariff bill was the remarkable accusa
tion leveled at Prince Von Buelow in
the Senate this afternoon- by Senator
Depew of New York. The Senate
had been discussing whether or not a
communication, received from the
German government and transmitted
to the Finance Committee of the Sen-
ate by the State Department, should
be considered as accurate testimony.
The report included many anonymous
statements from German manufactur-
ers and others, names being withheld
at the request of the Kaiser's govern-
ment.

Senator Depew declared that the
fibcument was a deliberate attempt
by the German government to influ-
ence the Senate and his speech was
one of the most sensational of his
long career.
