Some people seem to think that I

have not told all that I know about
the murder. I say that I have told
everything that I know of the case.
My friends and the people whom I
have known for years do believe
that I have told everything. I
am ready to take my oath as to my
innocence," said George Dibble, son of
Mrs. Sarah Dibble, who was murdered
last Friday morning at her home in
Trumbull, to a Farmer reporter this
morning. He made the statement
while waiting to be heard at the coro
ner's inquest which opened at 10
o'clock.

Another newspaper reporter had a
statement which he had prepared in
his office and which he asked George
Dibble to sign. It was along the same
ines as the above statement and Dib

ble took a pencil and signed it, say- -
ng. I guess there is nothing In it

that will do any hurt."
The statement quoted above is the

first made by Dibble since the murder.
It shows that he feels keenly some of
the insinuations that have been made
in relation to the murder.

The inquest, which is the first that
Coroner Clifford B. Wilson has held,
was in star chambers, and no news
paper reporters were allowed to be
present. A dozen or more witnesses
had been called up to 1 o'clock when
the hearing was adjourned. These
witnesses did not include any of the
members of . the Dibble family.At the recess one of the officers who
was present all through the hearing
said: "No evidence of real value has
been discovered yet and so far the
State is as badly off for a case as it
was in the beginning."

But None of the Witnesses Saw
Her Take a Drink.

One Declared That She Was
so Unsteady on Her Feet
She Swayed and Had to
Hold onto a Wall for Sup-

port Under Gross Exami-
nation Witness Said His
Memory Was Helped by
His Diary.

(Special from United Press.)
New York, June 16. Further testi-

mony by servants employed by How-
ard Gould that his wife was an habit-
ual user of intoxicants to excess was
introduced today when the trial of
Mrs. Gould's suit for legal separation
on the grounds of desertion was re-

sumed before Justice Dowling. The
trial was late in starting and there
was ' a whispered conference between
the attorneys and the justice regard
ing the testimony prior to the wit-

ness's being sworn. Henry Turner
who stated that he was employed in
the green houses at C'asU Gould since
1906, swore that he saw Mrs. Gould
under the influence of liquor in the
latter part of July or in August. 1906."
He declared that she had asked him a
question and was so "unsteady on her
feet that she swayed and had to hold
on to a wall for support.

He also related another alleged in-

stance which happened on November
6 of that year. Mrs. Gould, he testi-
fied, summoned all of the servants to
the estate office and half a dozen times
Informed them that "I am Mrs. How-
ard Gould." He characterized her
appearance as "unsteady," and Insist-
ed that her face "was flushed."

Cross-examine- d by Shearn the wit-
ness stated that they were the only
two occasions when he had ever seen
Mrs. Gould when she "appeared to
be Intoxicated.'"

Turner testified that he had never
seen 'Mrs. Gould take a drink and in-

formed Shearn that she was driven to
the estate office in her carriage. She
first talked to Malloy and then to the
other servants. She had told Malloy
that he was discharged and "called
him some names." Shearn asked him
if Mrs. Gould had not complained to
jhim and the other servants that they
,'were refusing to obey her and he ad-
mitted she said something like this. He
stated that he had no contract with

.Howard, being employed, from month
to month at $100 a month and board.
William Wyaong, who was employed
at Castle Gould in 1903. testified that
Mrs. Gould, while "apparently under
the influence of liquor, called William
F. Murphy a bad name." At the time
of the alleged occurrence Wysong was
inside' of a steam roller and heard the
remark, "through the curtain."

TO PROTECT LINE

Street Committee Favored and Common

Council Passed Permit to Kraut.

VIOLATION APPEARS CLEAR

Now Comes John Tomasko With lojnnc
lion Secured on Faith of Chamberlain's
Amendment Claiming Kraut's Per
mission to Biild Oat on Stillman
Street is Illegal.

Among the amendments to the
charter which passed the General As
sembly during the session of 1907 was
a change in Sec. 56. which provides
that when a building line has been
established on any street, and any
person attempts to build over it. a
property owner who has built behind
the line, and who lives within a block
of the proposed projection, may have
an injunction.

The amendment was drafted by At-
torney John C. Chamberlain, who had
noted the frequency with which per-
sons with a pull' could obtain of the
Common Council permission to build
over established lines, even though
frequently their applications to do so
were opposed by an entire neighbor-
hood.

Although the remedy has been In ex
istence for two years 14 never has been
invoked, until this morning, when pa
pers were served on Nathan Kraut, at
the instance of John Tomasko, enjoin-
ing him from building over the line on
Stillman street. The injunction was
prayed out before Judge F. M. Wilder
by Attorney George Kane, yesterday,and the case Is returnable to the City
Court on the last Monday in June.

There was a big remonstrance to the
Kraut petition, which nevertheless was
favorably reported by the Committee
on Streets and Sidewalks of which Al-
derman Hartley Is chairman. The re-
port was subsequently adopted by the
Council.

Mr. Chamberlain, in speaking of the
matter said: "I think if the circum-
stances are related that an injunction
brought under this section of the
charter will stick. I intended it to
when I wrote the amendment."

Escaped Leper

"We are still in the middle of nego-
tiations." said a member of the firm
today.

Jap Strike Reaches
Critical Point

Honolulu, June 16. The strike of the

Japanese laborers in the Hawaiian Is-
lands has reached a critical point and
further trouble is feared. The plant-ers are endeavoring to demoralize the
strike leaders by numerous arrests and
the leaders are said to have promisedtheir followers that the Japanese war-
ships Aso and Sayo, which are due
here June 26, will overawe the Amer-
icans and support the workmen.

The laborers now on strike number
3,500. Though there have been no
great disorders so far. both sides are
in an ugly mood. The Zokiukiseikai,
which is the name of the Japanese hire
wag eorganlzation. sent a message to
Ambassador Takahira at Washington,
demanding that he investigate the sit-
uation and declaring that Japanesehave been arrested without warrant.
Japanese stores have been entered and
safes dynamited.

Medical Examiner C. C. Godfrey, for
Trumbull, and Dr. F. B. Downs, the
medical examiner of this city, who as-
sisted Dr. Godfrey at the autopsy were
the first witnesses called. They told
of the condition in which they had
found the body. At 6 o'clock in the
evening of the day the murder the
autopsy was performed. The doctors
found from the state of the rigor
mortis that death had occurred eight
hours before. This would mean that
the crime was committed at 10 o'clock
in me morning wnen vjreurse iiwuie
wa3 at work in the fields, according to
his statement, which the police have
found to be true.

The first of the neighbors to be call-
ed to testify was the charming widow
of the late Louis M. Cassier. the maga-
zine publisher who was killed two
years ago in a railroad wreck in Eng-
land.

Mrs. Cassier resides a half mile or
more south of the Dibble house. She
said that on the morning the crime
was committed that a man came to
her house looking for work who acted
strangely. She asked him what he
could do and he replied that he could
mow grass, or do about anything in
the way of work. She asked him why
he did not get work in Bridgeport and
he had told her that there were hun-
dreds of men in Bridgeport looking for
work. He seemed very ill pleased when
she refused him employment. She did
not like his looks. He went away to-
ward the Dibble house. The man was
of medium height and very stocky.
She thought he might weigh about 165

pounds. Mrs. Cassier was asked if she
had any theories about the murder.
She said that the fact that the cloth-
ing was torn from Mrs. Dibble's body
made her believe that the motive of
the murderer was robbery and that he
was looking for money that the aged
woman might have had on her person.
She believed that the reason the house
was not ransacked, nor any of the
small change lying around taken was
that the assailant of Mrs. Dibble was
looking for something more valuable
than srrall change.All of the neighbors were called be-
fore the recess at 1 o'clock with the
exception of Gustave Mackalowski and
George Sherwood. They were the first
witnesses called at 2 o'clock. None of
the former folks like the idea of being
called from their farms in the summer
time. One of their number eaid: "Ev-
ery hour out of the fields this time of
year means the loss of dollars to us.
I wish they would hurry up with their
gol durned hearing. I don't know any-
thing about it anyhow."
