Two miles from Kamakura and about

twenty from Yokohama, in Japan, on
a terrace near the temple sits the most
gigantic idol in the werid. It is the
brazen image of a deity and dates from
the reign of the Emperor Shomu, who
died A. D. 748. The dimensions of
this idol are colossal. His height from
the base of the lotus flower upon which
he sits to the top of his head is sixty-thre- e

and a half" feet. The face is
sixteen feet in length and nine and a
half feet wide, the eyes are three feet
nine inches from corner to corner, the
eyebrows five and, a half feet and the
ears eight and a half feet. The chest
is twenty feet in depth, and the middle
finger is exactly five feet long. The
fifty-si- x leaves of" the lotus throne are
each ten feet long and six feet wide.
