SIX MEN BIND
GIANT MANIAC

TIED TO RUN“\'[I\G GEAR OF BUG-
GY BUTTERY IS BROUGHT
TO BRIDGEPORT

Morrissey Almost Bitten

Unfortunate Man Leads Model Life
and Does Not Drink, But Has Now
Been Twice Attacked With Sudden
Fits of Violent Insanity.

William H. Buttery, aged 50, for
many years 3 blacksmith in Bast Main
street, was stricken with mania yes-
terday morning at his home in John-
son avenue, Stratford, and developed
the worst case of violent Insanity that
has ever come to the attention of
Charlties Investigator Alexander Mor-
rissey, who went to Stratford today
and removed Buttery to Lakeview
Home, single handed, in & buggy.

Buttery welghs 275 pounds and is a
glant in stature. It took Sheriff Stagg
and six assistants to land him in the
Stratford loekup last night. Then his
maniacal yelllng kept the villagers
awake for hours. Buttery is a charge
to Bridgeport. ‘The Stratford authori-
ties were amazed when Investigator
Morrissfey showed up single hmnded to
remove him.

Buttery had torn off all of his cloth=
ing and was picking uwp diamonds on
his cell floor when the door was open-
ed for Morrissey who, with the assist-
ance of six Stratford men, got straps
onto the maniac's arms and then they
drew on & pair of trousers for him.
With his hands tied, the maniac, bit-
ing and kicking, was carried to the
buggy and lashed Into the seat with
ropes run through to the running gear.

Several hundred people flocked to
the town hall. - Crowds were attract-
ed by the screams of the crazy man
as he was driven through the streets
of the city. Morrissey drove with one
hand and used the other to hold the
crazsy man's head away to prevent
himself béing bitten.

At Lakeview Home, Buttery was
placed In a straight jacket. Buttery,
it is said, has led a model life and
never has used liquors. A year ago
he was attacked with a similar fit and
after being held down by seven men
all one night he apparently recovered

til yesterday morning when the heat
brought on the second attack. An
application for his commital to Mid-
dietown will be made at once.

In the firet flight of the year, that
of one koundred miles, the pigeons were
liberated at Trenton. N. J.. and the
birds of Robert 8. Ayres of 73 Sheri-
dan street finished first and second.

For the two hundred mMHe race the
birds were released at Magnolia, Mary-
land. In this contest the first place
went to Henry E. Blackhurst of 2078
Seaview avenue and the second to
John W. Donaldson of 1074 Barnum
avenue. The third flight resulted in a
victory for Fenton Christiansen and
the second place went to H. E. Black-
hursts.

The four hundred mile race was from
Calverion, Va., and H. E. Blackhurst
and B S. Ayres recelved first and
second place respectively.

CHINESE; SO WOMEN
MUST DO THE WORK

Views of Supt. Phillips of
Eirst Bapéist Church Chi-
nese S. S. Upon Much Dis-

cussed Question:

Theodore T. Phillips, whe is super-
intendent of the Chlnese Sunday echool
of the First Baptist church, in making
a further statement to the Farmer
relative to the work of the school, this
morning, said: “Id regard to its being
2 thankless task to teach in the
Chinesq school. I"would say that the
Chinese are truly grateful. the work
only being thankless €0 far as it 1s
not applauded by the publie, although
we are trying to make better citizens
of our pupils.”

Mr. Phillips also said, in substance,
that while he favors individual in-
struction of Chinese and belleves it
necessary to their progress, that he did
not mean to be understood as saying
that this Instruction coul@ be given
better by women, thdn by men. On
the contrary he believes fhat men
might make the better teaclets but
the difficulty is, he says “that we can-
not get men enouzh to teach American

Mr. Phillips would decidly prefer in-
dividual instruction of Chinese by men,
if men could be had to give it, but he
belleves it ia better to provide Individ-
ual instruction by women than to per-
mit the Chinese to continue In & pagan
belief - and ignorant of the language
customs and institutions of this chris-
tlan nation.

He said that Murphy took a ride yes-
terday with & man who was bringing
an automobile to New Haven, and that
he came here by train to see some
friends. The Farmer confirmed the
statement of the Young man by tele-
phoning the Bristol copcern.

Murphy was a hea man, weighing
in the neighborhood am pounds. He
hurried into the : station last
night and safd he wanted. a ticket to
Bristol. The ticket agent told him
that he would have to give him one
for New Britain. He bought a ticket
and learned that the train came in on
the east aides of the station. He
thought he heard the train coming in
and made a dash outside to catch it.
He apparently did not know of the
subway connection between the east
and west platforms eo he vaulted the
fence separating the center tracks for
freight trains from the passenger train
tracks. He went over the fence just
in time to avold struck by a
passenger train from the east which
was drawing into the spation.

He started to climb the second fence
to reach the east bound and
w&n part way over when the locomo-
ti¥e of an east bound express freight
struck him. The nolse of the Incom-
ing passenger train had smothered the
noise made by ‘the Incoming fast
freight.

HOUSE TODAY

AN ATTEMPT TO DEFEAT IT BY
INDEFINITE POSTPONE-
MEN FAILS.

Hanwaringﬁmendment

State to Construct Trolley Tracks on
New Bridge and Iease Tliem to
Any Trolley Company Requiring
Thelr Use.

(Special to Farmer.)

Hartford, June .24.—Both houses of
the General Assembly sweltered
through a couple of hours’ session
today, and each atiempted to relieve
the heat by passing resolutions pro-
viding for electric fans. The [Houss
finally passed the automaobile bill as it
was amended last week but it took
three-quarters of an hour's discussion
on parliamentary points to accomplish
this. Chalrman Leet of the committee
on roads, bridges and rivers, took the
bill from the table and urged the
House to pass it in amended form.
Malone of Bristol opposed thils with
sogne vigor and more indefinite post-
ponement. He indimated that the au-
tomobile people had not been heard by
the committee and Leeéet sprang up and
contradicted this, saying that every
courtesy had been given to manufac-
turers, dealers and owners of automo-
blles. Malone then sald that the bilt
was weak In not taking effect until
1911 but this was shown to be wrong
and after some debate Malone's mo-
tion was lost., D'Esopo of Hartford,
stated that the amended bill was In
the file for the first time today and
moved that i be made the order of
the day for next Tuesday. This mo-
tion was lost. Tomlinson of Danbury,
then moved that the amended bill be
recommitted to the committee. After
a considerable debate and the ordering
of the previous question the bill was
passed at last. Mayor Dunn of Willi-
mantic who moved the previous ques-
tion on the motion for the pasasge of
the bill, withdrew this so that the
House could pass an amendment draft-
ed by Parker of Hartford, providing
that the new schedule and reglstration
feea should not go into effect until
December 3rd except as to renewals.
Then Dunn's motion was renqred, the
previous guestion was ordered "and the
Illl'o‘uae passed the bill with a sigh of re-
al. il -

A considerable number of measures
wera2 re-comimitted , to
some Of them after reconsideration by
the House.: Among these were: the -bill

nicipal water supplies at their actual
valuation; prohibiting women loifering
about saloons, and normal scholarships
for teachers.

The Greenwich bond issue bill was
reconsidered and the -date when it
shall go into effect changed from July
ist to August 1ist

Among the favorable reports were
the following:

State aid for Connecticut river fer-
ries; sale of liquor onl¥ in the town
where the dealer has a license, &

After a considerable debate on the
reconsideration of the bill providing
that rabbits may be caught only by
the usé of ferrets, which passed the
House yesterday, the motion to recon-
sider was finally tabled. The dlscus-
sion of this matter brought out an em-
phatic protest from . Representative
Loss of New Haven over ﬁe way in
which the House changes its mind
from day to day—passing a matter one
day and reconsidering it the next.

Among the measures which passed
the House were an appropriation of $5,-
000 for State forests; an additional ap-
propriation of $5000 for St. Joseph’s
Hospital at Willimantie; an amend-
ment concerning the layout of high-
ways; the appropriation for the execu-
tive departmeni; the bill which will
require any moving picture machine
using a film over ten inches in length
to be constructed of fireproof material,
and under which the operators of lmch
machines much be licensed.

IN THE SENATE.

The Senate spent considerable time
on the proposed bridge across the Con-
necticut River between Old Lyme and
Oid Saybrook. Senator Blakeslee made
an unfavorable report on this matter
on behalf of the committee on Ap-
propriations and this report was ac-
capted, But the bill was not rejected.
Senator Bilakeslee himself stated that
he did not think the State’s inability
to find the half million dollars requir-
ed ought to block this project which
he has been favoring all along,
Senator Alsop introduced a substi-
tute bill authorizing the building of
the bridge and providing for a bond
issue of a half million dollars to fi-
nance the project. His bill makes this
a foot bridge for twenty vyears and
requires any trolley company which
may use the bridge to pay a tax to
the State. Senator Blakeslee spoke
in favor of the substitute.

Senator Manwaring of Bridgeport in-
quired if it would not b a good plan
for the State to construct trolley tracks
on the bridge and lease them to any
trolley company which wanted to use
them. The bill was tabled temporar-
ily for Senator Manwaring to prepare
an amendment covering this, and he
did so and the amendment was pass-
ed and also the substitute bill,

In the course of the rejection of a
number of resolutions naming differ-
ent gentlemen for trustees of the Con-

recticut Agriculutral College, there
was one naming George F. Palmer of
New London for re-election. ‘His

place has been filled and the Senate
rejected this resolution with the oth-
ers.

There was a favorable report on a
measure which will permit a soldier
or sallor to collect double damages’ if
he is disceriminated against because he
wears th euniform. Among the meas-
ures which passed the Senate were:
Appropriating $15.000 for the purchase
of the State armo-y at Danislson, and
the resolution under which the city of
Norwich may anpropriate $2,000 to help
defray the expenses of entertaining
President Taft on the occasion of the
250th anniversary celebration July 5th,
