The fizure stood upon two moles, &
leg extended on each side of the har-
bor. A winding staircase led to the
top of the figure, from out of the.eyes
of which were visible the coast of
Byria and the ships salling on the cpast
of Egypt. The colossi were the pe-
«cullar  characteristic of eastern art

'and were of cOmmon OCCUrTeénce, mMany

of them being over sixty feet- in
height. The most celebrated is the
-statue ot Memnos, on the plain of
Thebes, described by the historian
Strabe.
