America's 'Worst Drug Habit Has
Made Great Inroads With More
Menacing Portent Than Whisky

CHIEF PROVOCATIVE OP RAPE

Currier Commission Finds Growing
Dope Addiction is Becoming the
Most Frequent Cause for the Lynch-
ing Bee Contractors Use "Coke" to

Spur Laborers.
Chicago, July 20. Inroads of the co-

caine habit, which 'the Currier Com-
mission has found to be the American
curse as opium is the ourse of China
and hemp of India, have suddenly de-

veloped into a new and ominous phase
of the race problem in the United
States, particularly in the South.

"Cocaine now ranks with whiskey as
the chief provocative of rape and its
consequent lynching bee in the South,"
declares Charles W. Collin and John
Day of the commission in a prelimin-
ary ' port just published in full by the
Chicago magazine "Everyday Life."
The add): "Already among the "fiends'
and the policemen who have to deal
with them, there Is talk of 'the new
field. The phrase, with its commer-
cial suggestion, comes from the dealers
In the clrugs, retailers and perhapswholesalers also. Every 'fiend', U
should be added, is more than likely
to be a peddler of the 'stuff, taking
his commission in the same misery
that he distributes. This 'new field"
is among the brutallaed negroes of the
South, who, denied easy access to li-

quor Toy the prohibition movement, are
turning to drugs as a substitute."

The commission quotes from Hamp-
ton's magazine an article by Judge
Harris Dickson, of Vicksburg. Miss.,
who told of a contractor who ordered
a pound of cocaine, to the astonish-
ment of the salesman to whom the or-
der was given, who expostulated, say-
ing: "No man on earth can possiblywant that much cocaine." The con-
tractor reiterated the order.

"A man who deliberately puts co-
caine into a negro is more dangerous
than he who would inoculate a dog
with hydrophobia," commented Judge
Dickson. "The deadly drug arouses
every evil passion, gives the negro su-

perhuman strength, and destroys his
sense of fear. Yet the steamboat ne-
gro and the levee negro will not work
without it. So the levee contractor
makes his camp look like a cross sec-
tion of hell, but he gets his dirt
moved."

THE SIDE-DOO- R BILL

PROTEST AGAINST SENATE'S AC-

TION BY NORWALK MINIS-
TERS' ASSOCIATION.

To the Editor of The Hartford Cou-ran- t:

"We desire to call your attention to
an incident that is not only interest-
ing but extremely serious in its un-

pleasantness, which occurred in the
Senate of this state on Friday last.
Only nineteen members were in the
chamber, a bare majority of the Sen-
ate. For weeks the side-do- or bill,

has been on the table in the
Senate. In brief, it prohibits in sa-
loons the! use by customers and the
public of all doors save those opening
upon a public street and Is aimed at
the secret back-alle- y saloon trade.
Again and again during the past
weeks and months, when there was a
largely attended session, and an op-
portunity for a full discussion, sena-
tors who favor this measure have urg-
ed Senator Bradford, chairman of the
excise committee, to take it from the
table. He has repeatedly declined to
do so. He was tnen requested: not to
call up the bill unless Senators Alsop
and Peck were in the chamber ana
on Thursday he promised Senator
Peck that he would not do so.

On Friday morning, when both the
above senators were absent and with
only a bare majority of the Senate in
their seats, sixteen members of the
thirty-fiv- e being absent, Senator Brad
ford suddenly called the bill from the
table. Despite protests from senators
who objected to this way of doing
business, and who insisted that, after
declining to call up the bill when the
senators especially interested were
present, it was unfair and discour-
teous to do so, in their absence. Sen-
ator Bradford persisted and asked for
a vote and the acceptance of his com-
mittee's unfavorable report. The bill
was rejected by a vote of 8 to 11; and
this entirely meritorious measure.with
no sufficient discussionc in the Senate
was killed by tactic3 'such as these
and by this narrow margin in a bare
quorum.

We. members of the Norwalk Min-
isters' Association, deeply interested
in this measure, are Republicans. We
cannot believe that if the Senators
who voted ) against the bill had really
understood the situation, they would
have permitted any action so utterly
unfair and contrary to ordinary sen-
atorial courtesy.

We want to ask if the Republican
party of the state can afford to stand
for such juggling with serious inter-
ests and such manipulation of meas-
ures that are of vital interest to the
state.

We want to ask if that House of
the General Assembly that is consid-
ered to be especially conservative and
courteous and fair in its methods and
action can afford to permit such ac-
tion as this to go uncorrected.

We believe that "The Courant" will
agree with us, that, whatever the na-
ture of the bill under consideration,
such methods are unworthy the Sen-
ate of this state of Connecticut, and
that if the senators understand the
situation they will repudiate an ac-
tion like that of last Friday's session.
