INEW PENNIES

WON'T WORK IN
SLOT MACHINES

Trial Shows Failure in Ten of
Twenty-five In-
stances.

LARGE DEMAND FOR COINS

All minor objections raised on ac-
count of aesthetic defects jn the new
Lincoln coin, one cent, were thrust in
the shade this morning when it was
discovered that the latest product of
the Government mint would not work
in siot machines. Considering that
there are several million of these ma-
chines used In wvarious parts of the
country and that « large revenue is
derived from the stray pennies that go
into them. the failure of the new coins
to operate is indeed a serious contin-
gency.

In the city of Bridgeport 25 machines
were tested and of these ten refused
the coln. In some cases the new pen-
nies were found to be too thick to en-
ter the slot of the machines. In other
cases the welght was defective and the
intricate mechanism falled to respond
after the coiln had dropped through
the hole, Tests were made on the
salted peanut machines of the Cole-
man Hardware Company of Chicago,
besides on other machines of various
makes, and in each Instance the coins
refused to work. On the two machines
mentioned the slots were too small,
On other machines the coin went
through the slot but falled to work the
mechanism after it had dropped
through.

Nor iz this the only objection that
has been made against the new colns.
Serious criticism has been aroused on
account of the initials of the designer
having been allowed to appear on the
bottom of the Government coins. Some
of the eritics place the blams on the
designer who they condemn for his as-
surance in placing his name on a Gov-
ernment «<oin; others condemn the
Treasury Department for putting
money in clrculation bearing the init-
ials of a private individual.

When the first shipment of the new
output arrived at the Connecticut Na-
tional Bank yvesterday there was a rush
to obtain them. All afternoon the
bank’s regular customers and news-
boys wied with each other in obtain-
ing large numbers of the pennies. The
regular depositors wantaed their pennies
to send away or to keep as mementoes.
The newshoys obtained theirs for the
purpose of making capital out of the
demand and sold them on the streets
for flve cents each. So far the Con-
necticut National is the only bank In
possesslon of the colns. Three months
ago the City National ordered $2300
worth of the pennies for distribution,
but owing to the great demand has not
yvét been able to obtain them.

The savings banks have not tried
to get any of the colns, bhelng satis-
fied to handle the old fashlioned Indian
head pennies, and they seem to have
been doing their customary businesas
without the Inconvenience of having
their lines at the teller's window
crowded by newsboys and coln collec-
tors. .

A report put In circulation vesterday
that the coins would be called in on
account of the designer’s Initials hav-
ing been placed thereon, and which
was denied later by government oific-
ials, increased the demand for the pen-
nies and coln sharks were out In force
last night trying to add to their col-
lections In order that a premium might
be made later.

County Commissioner Whitmore 8.
Mead of Greenwich, was the first man
in the State to obtain possession of
cne nf the new colns. It was not very
long after he obtained his, however,
that the Connecticut Natlonal PBank
recelved a large supply of the new
money and was distributing it to big
crowde, All day yesterday the win-
dows at the various banks in this city
were crowded by persons eager to get
hold of some of the new pennies.

PERMISSION TO

Council Committee Will Probably Make
Favorable Report on Pefitions of
Railrcad to Widen Track Centers in
Streets,

The aldermanic street committee
will meet tomorrow afternoon for the
purpose of consldering the petitions of
the New York, New Haven & Hartford
ralroad company to lay its tracks on
ten foot centers at several pilaces
gbout the ecity. The proposition In-
cludes the taking off of seven Inches
on each side of Fairfleld avenue and
of moving in the curb on the corner
of State and Main street. There will
be a public hearing before the com-
mon council Monday night wupon the
petitions. The commitiee proposes to
have a report ready immediately af-
ter the hearing.

The report will probably be favoprable
to granting the petitions of thegrail-
road company unless there is strong
opposition by abutting property own-
ers.

For some time past the street com-
mittee has followed this plan of ac-
tion, the signed report belng in exist-
enc~ before a hearing has been held,
Often the report is ready to bhe voted
upon before a petition has been pre-
sented for the legisiation recommended
in the Detition,

This procedure s sometimes adopted
to expedite matters, but it has occas-
more or less criticism by those
who, having appeared before the com-
mittee, have been shocked to find the
committec's action determined in ad-
vance of the evidence.

A prominent German, who knew the
Henkel works, in Germany, said this
morning that the slze of the concern
has be¢n underestimated by the local
press, While it has been stated that
the concern employed 1,000 hands thils
citizen says that it employs 2,500 hands
end«is so busy that it is running its
big plant night and day. The concern
has been so long established, he saild,
that it has employed several genera-
tions of people from the same fam-
illes,

“If anyone thinks.,'" he continued,
“that there are not several young
Germans who will jump at the chance
to come to America when there is
some chance of thelr getting work at
their chosen vocation, they are greatly
mistaken. They will come and seek
work whether they get it or not."

WEALTHY MEN
DEFEAT INCOME
TAX AMENDMENT

(Special from United Press.) ]
Wasghington, Aug. 6.—Senators who
led in the contest to have Congress
submit the dncome tax amendment to
the constitution to the states, regret-
ted, but were not greatly surprised, by
the set-back it received in the Georgia
legislature. The Empire State of the
South has from the first been re-
garded as dangerous ground. While
the question of submitting the amend-
ment was pending In the Senate the
argument was made repeatedly that
possessors of great incomes might kill
the proposed addition to the constitu-
tiom by causing states to withhold
their approval.

In the lists made up by Senators of
states where strong opposition might
be expected, Georgla was always in-
cluded. The Georgla Senate by & vote
of 47 to 2 yesterday decided to take
no action on the amendment at the
prescnt session. The arguments were
that the state migzht itself wish to
levy an income tax and i it were as-
sessed by the government it would
only provide more money for Congress
to waste. Maembers who favored the
Democratic platform declarations m
favor of an Income tax made no im-
pression on the legislators.

The Alabama legislature approved
the amendment early in the week by
unanimous wvote, "'The friends of the
amendment are still hopeful that with-
in two vears *he sixteenth amendment
will have been added to the constitu-
tion. .

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Shameful Scenes Enacted in
House Before Lobbyists
Were Ordered to Leave

MAJORITY FOR
CHANDLER BILL

106 to 101 in Favor of Minor-
ity, but Members Changed
Before Lobby Left

Final Vote Against Bill Was
105 to 103 —Clark and
Bartlett Supported the
Chandler Bill—to Renew
Fight Monday.

(Special Correspondence of The Far-
mer.)

Hartford, Aug. 6.—In defiance of ev-
ery law of public decency the *“Black
Horse Cavalry,” booted and spurred,
charged upon the state capitol yester-
day as the day was fast waning and
like the fine old brigands of olden
days swept the legisiative field, and
with hollow laugh and sinister jest gal-
loped gleefully away, after having
ravished the ship of state, leaving
nothing behind them but the mournful
sighs of the legisiative derelicts who
but a moment before the advent of
the Black Knights foresaw the dawn
of a new day on the political horizon
of the Constitution state.

Such a plllaging has not before been
witnessed in the legisiative halls of
this state. Not even in the session of
four years ago, when the infamous log

rolling expedition, that forced through
both branches ¢f the General Assem-
bly the bill making the Southern In-
diana R. R bonds legal investmeénts
for the savings banks of this state,
and disgraced Connecticut, was such
an aggregatjon of the “talemt” on
hand. ‘But thelr 'ereifit be it said
that they worked openly. There was
no effort on thelr part to conceal their
motlves and as they boasied of their
purpuse in advance, it would have been
an easy matter to have taken action
that could have thwarted their In-
fluence had elither branch of the as-
sembly desired to banish them.

Since the beginning of the fight be-
tween the people and the public service
corporations in the present session of
the legislature it has been common
property that the lobbyists, in the em-
ploy of these corporations would nev-
er permit, if they could prevent, the
passage of an act creating a utllity com-
mission that would be of any service
whatever In aiding a redress of the
real grievances .of the public. Conse-
quently it was to be expected that they
would rally in all of their strength to
stop the passage of the so-called Chan-
dler-Whiton Minority Utllities bill,
which was the bill that public sentl-
ment favored as ‘against the Barnum
bill so-called, the measure advocated
by the majority of the special commit-
tee which was named by Speaker El-
more S. ks,

When the Barnum bill just squeezed
through the senate a few days ago by
the slender margin of a few votes, the
interests g@ot an awful jar, especially
in view of the fact that the minority
bill failed of passage in the senate by
only one wote. Fearful that a return
of the minority bill to the senate, If
it was passed by the house, would
result in its passage there, the battle
to defeat the minority bill in the house
was begun and from all parts of the
state came politiclans and lobbyists to
bring about the killling.

Yesterday was the day skt for the
battle and the victory that would have
been the-people’s was honestly fought,
and honestly won; but before the final
announcement of the vote was made
sufficient members, who voted ‘“‘yes”™
changed thelr votes to “no" to defeat
the bill

Too late, the Speaker, after his at-
tention had been twice called to the
fact that lobbyists were at work on
members of the House ordered the floor
cleared of all except members, statle
officials and senators.

Representative Willlam Johnson of
Newtown, who throughout the entire
session has shown himself to be jeal-
ous of the public interest, was the first
to direct the attention of Speaker
Ranks to the activity of the lobby.
The speaker apparently did not like
the way Representative Johnson called
his attention to the situation for he
informed the gentleman from New-
town that he was not in order. When
Johnson Insisted Iin kis stand, by call-
ing the lobby group a *“prayer meet-
ing in the corner,”” he was ordered to
take his seat.

Thenr Mavor George Forster
Rockville, arose to a question of per-
sonal privilege, and called the atten-
tion of the speaker to the rule which
forbids lobbying, at the same time in-
forming him that there was lobbying
going on. The speaker ruled that Mr.
Forster wns clearly in order and then
publicly called attentlon to the rule
which forbade outsiders from talking
with members while a vote was in
progress. There was a momentary ces-
sation of lobbying activity after the
Speaker directed the attention of those
in the House, to the rule, but as soon
as it became apparent that the vote
was so close that two or three changes
would defeat the Chandler bill there
was a resumption of the evil work.

Johnson and Forster, ever alert, spied
the work going on and then Mr.
Chandler spoke up. as he ton noticed
what was being done, and he asked to
have the House cleared. This was done
and the "talent"” walked out, but too
late the order came, for the final count
with those changing thelr votes re-
corded. showed that the Chandler bill
had been defeated 103 to 105

Representatives Fayette €. Clark and
F. A. Bagtlett voted for the Chandler
bill and Mr. Clark made a speech in
support of the blll. He also presented
an amendment to the measure, which
overcame an alleged objection that
some members had to the bill. which
amendment was acceptable to Mr.
Chandler, and prevalled. Mr. Clark's
amendment provided for the right of
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FASCIANO HELD
WITHOUT BAIL

Charge is First Degree Murder
and Probable Clue is
Found.

SHOT ANTONIO PIZZUTO

The deallng of an extra card to his
brother proved to be the incident which
gave rise to the quarrel that resulted
in the death of Antonio Pizzuto In Co-
lumbus Place on July 5. Louls Fas-
ciano accused of the murder of An-
tonio Pizzuto was today bound ov r
without bonds, to the Text term of the
Superior Court on the charge of mur-
der In the firgt degree. Salvatore
Pizzuto, brother of the murdered man,
was also bound over under 36,000 bonds
on the charge of assaulting Fasciano
with intent to kill.

Medical Examiner Downs testified as
to the course of the bullet which frac-
tured Plzzuto’s elghth rib on his left
side and lodged at the base of the
spine, Fasciano died within a few min-
utes after being shot.

The anly other witness called was
Vingenzo Giuseffil, who was induced to
come to this city by State Officer Vi-
relll from his home at 422 East 14th
street, New York. Guisefii is a broth-
er-in-law of Faaciano, and was mak-
Ing him a wvisit with his wife and two
children during the Fourth of July cel-
ebration. On Monday evening, July 5,
he, Tasclano and the two Plzzuto
brothers, gathered in Guisseppl Trip-
odella’s saloon on North Washington
avenue, where a game of cards was In-
dulged in. As tney played they drank
freely of the wine which Tripodella
served and in a jovial mood one of
the players suggested that Antonio
Pizzuto should deal the cards and the
man holding the high hand should be
“first boss,”” while the holder of the
second best hand should be the ‘“‘sec-
on boss."

In dealing Antonlo deftly passed an
extra card 1o his brother Salvatore.
Fasciano's quick eye saw the act. He
objected. The brothers claimed it was
a mistake. One word led to another
until mnames were which
caused Salvatore to pleck up a billlard
cue and strike Fasciano on the head.
With blood flowing from thé wound
Faesciano later drew his revolver and
fired the shot that caused Pizzuto's
death. The brother, incensed at the
sight of blood fiowing from Antonio's
side, rushed upon Fasclano and stabbed
him three times.

Attorneys Fallon and Petrucelll ap-
peared for Fasciano, and Attorneys
Bartlett and John Smith for Salvatore
Pizzutto.

BILTZ WILL SHOW
PAVEMENT COSTS

He Denies that Contractors
Can Do Good Work as
Cheaply as City Does.

Director C. F. A. Biltz has prepared
a. statement showing what it has cost
the city to lay permanent pavement
in Golden HIill street’ and elsewhere,
which he will present to the Perma-
nent Pavement and Sewer Commission
at Its meeting this evening. The di-
rector will endeavor in the statement
to refute some of the representations
made at the last session of the com-
mission which made it appear that the
cost of pavement laid by him was
nearly double the cost of similar pave-
ment when laid by private contrac-
tors.

The commission will recelve bids
from private coptractors for the work
of furnishing labor in laying the Falir-
mont brick purchased for South Main
street. The director has been asked
to submit an estimate. The director
must filzure on the® basis of an elght
hour day, while the private concerns
can figure on a 9 and 10 hour basis,

It s a question if there will be many
contractors who will wish to lay the
brick unless they can have the con-
tract to supply the cement, sand and
stone for the job. The advertising
for bids for labor alone is a departure
from the nractice of the city.

Mayor Lee has contended .that his
chief reason in favoring the plan of
having the city do its own work is that
the director would be more certain to
lay good foundations for the pavement
than private contractors would, whose
sole object in taking the contract
would be to make money. It is un-
derstood that Director Biltz intends to
tell the commission that private con-
tractors bidding in competition ecan-
not put in the foundations that he has
been 9putting in and make much
money.

CLOT AFFECTS
MIND OF CURTIS
AUTO’S VICTIM

Wealthy Manufacturer May
Live But Probably Cannot
Regain Former Health.

PARALYSIS CAME SLOWLY

It was officially stated to-day thal
the mind of Roderlck P Curtis, presl-
dent and treasurer of the Curtis &
Curtis Co., this city,. is not at ail-clear.
There is hope that he may live, but it
is regarded as doubtful If he ever re-
gains his health. Mr. Curtis is being
carefully tended by his famlly ‘pl}y_si_-
clan and trained nurses at his home
on Pequot avenue, Southport. BSaid a
gentleman famlliar with all the cir-
cumstances, to the representative of

the Farmer, to-day:

“Some week ago,
from an automobile trip through east-
ern Massachusetts, with a party of
friends, when near Westerly, R I., his
machine was run into by an automo-
bile testing car from Providence., His
car was overturned, and Prof. Shep-
ard of Yale university, Mr. F. W.
Smith, patent attorney of thls clty,
and the chauffeur, were thrown out.
At the time It was thought that Prof.
Shepard was the most seriously in-
jured, while Mr. Smith and the chauf-
feur escaped with slight bruises. Feel-
ing the responsibility of the situsation
and owing to the excitement caused
by the accident, It wes sometime be-
fore Mr. Curtis began to realize the
nature of his own injuries.

“In a week or so his memory began
to fail him, and he became drowsy
and gave evidence of paralysis of the
right =ide.
