There has been no such conflict on

Compo Beach since the British landed
on their way to Danbury, as the Battle
of the Bath Houses, which took place
a few days ago, when the Selectmen
of the town, armed with axes and va-
rious weapons, demolished the dwell-
ings of the Norwalk squatters. The
three generals who commanded the
forces of the attacking party were
Generals Lewis P. Wakeman, Robert

The main
body of the army was made up of the
men employed at the Atlantic Starch
Works. The attack began under the
cover of darkness. For an hour or
two the conflict raged, at the end of
which time the beach was covered
with a mass of slaughtered bath
houses. The enemy was entrenched in
Norwalk and it is reported that great
excitement prevails in that city among
the former owners of the bath houses.
The Norwalk people say the destruc-
tion was conducted along the same
lines as did Sherman on his march to
the sea. Nor did they spare the con-
tents of the houses. Chairs, looking
glasses. clothing, bedding, bathingsuits and all the other little accessor-
ies of camp life were strewn upon the

(Special from United Press.)
