Hartford, Aug. 11. Senator Thomas
Arnold of Bridgeport succeeded today
In laving repealed practically all of
the laws now on the statute books
which allow the confiscation of boats
whose possessors, whether owners or
lessees, are found in the illegal dredg-
ing of oyster beds. Senator Arnold
termed the existing laws as in the na-
ture of class legislation. He did not
believe, he said. In the confiscation of
property In the case of a man t)pund
stealing oysters. He said there is
plenty of law to punish an oyster thief
just as well as a thief who steals other
kinds of property. Very frequently,
he said. Innocent persons lease their
boats to oyster dredgers. It was a
hardship to have their property confis-
cated because of misconduct on the
part of the lessee. He maintained that
the authorities in any town had am-
ple law to punish a transgressor of
this class. The Senate agreed with
Senator Arnold and his amendment
was unanimously passed.

HEAR EXPLOSION

Winsted. Aug. 11. Hundreds of citi-

DYNAMITE USED
TO STAY FLAMES

(Special from United Press.)Port Jervis, Aug. 11. Dynamite
early this morning stopped the spread
of flames that had wiped out practi-
cally the entire business section of
Monticeilo, the fashionable Sullivan
County summer resort, entailing a
loss of over a million.

Hundreds of summer colonists are
temporarily homeless and have lost
their personal belongings.

A band of loiterers who appeared
when baggage and furniture from the
burning buildings was piled in the
streets was driven from the town by
a sheriff's posse and several hand to
hand fights resulted.

The only casual-
ty was the slight injury of one of the
firemen.

passing the Barnum bill.

While in no way
surrendering their convictions that the
Barnum bill was sadly inadequate, not
a few Senators who voted against the
Barnum bill when it originally came
into the Senate, would, if they could,
see it become a law rather than have
no legislation upon the subject what
soever. This explains the vote in the
Senate today in adhering to the former
action of that body in supporting the
Barnum bill. However no one asked
.for a committee of conference with the
House and as there is no probability
of .the House receding from its action
of yesterday i.n indefinitely postponing
the entire question, the matter will
now die between the two houses.
