THE TYPHOID EPIDEMIC

The Woodmont Board of Health last
night appointed Dr. Willis EL Hart-
shorn milk inspector of the borough,
following a second meeting held by the
experts and the board who have Inves-
tigated Woodmont's typhoid epidemic.
Dra H. E. Smith and W. E. Hart-
shorn and Attorney William Arvine,
members of the committee appointed
by the borough to dTaw up by-la-

regarding the sanitary conditions of
Woodmont, presented the resolutions
to the. board last night at the meet-
ing, and they will be published and
added to the regular by-la- of the
borough.The duties of Dr. Hartshorn as milk
inspector will be practically identical
with those of the Bridgeport milk in-

spector. The milk will be inspected
and tested at certain periods by the
inspector who will also inspect the
different dairies and milk stations in
Woodmont. The appointment result-
ed from the investigation of the epi-
demic by experts who are positive that
typhoid germs were distributed in the
borough by the milk. The session
last nieht was held at the house of
Warden Beach, members of the Board
of Burgesses being present besides the
committee.

NEW GARDE HOTEL

FOR NEW HAVEN

New Haven. Aug. 27. Walter Garde,
of Hartford. who is the managing
owner of the Hotel Garde in this city,
who also runs the Hotel Commercial
on Meadow street, who conducts the
successful Hotel Garde in Hartford
sa:,?: "We own the present Hotel
Garde property. We can do nothing
with it, however, until our present
lease with Landlord Meyer expires.
This will run for three years yet. At
the expiration of that time we shall
tear down the present building and
will erect a modern hotel on its site.

A Wonderful Automaton.
In the year 1770 the most wonderful

automaton that has ever been con-

structed was exhibited at Exeter ex-

change, London. This automatic won-
der represented a country gentleman's
house, and was of such intricate and
elaborate construction that no one dis-
puted the claim of the exhibitor when
he declared that he had worked twenty-seve- n

years in perfecting it. It showed
the regulation English country house,
vrith parks, gardens, cascades, temples,
bridges, etc., besides over 100 appro-
priately clad human figures in the gar-
dens," on the bridges, chopping"''wood
and at various building operations. In
the park were several deer moving
naturally about and four horses and a
coach following the meandering road.
Besides the above the figures of boys
were seen fishing from the bridges,
while a boat load of ladles and gentle-
men regularly rowed across an en-

largement in the brook, much to the
consternation of the natural looking
figures of geese and ducks which were
paddling about in the water. The
whole of these animate and inanimate
figures were inclosed in a space only
four and one-ha- lf feet square.

A Winning Text.
When the Duke of Ormond, whose

family name was Butler, was going to
take possession as lord lieutenant of
Ireland, he was driven by a storm on
to the Isle of Man, where a Rev. Mr.
Joseph, a poor curate, entertained him
as hospitably as his means permitted.

snufi in Iceland may be of Interest.
The snuff Is made into bars after the
manner of plug tobacco and Is sold in
that shape to the natives, nearly all of
whom are addicted to its use and pre-
fer it thus prepared. The Icelander al-

lows the nail on the right hand thumb
to grow long for the purpose and when
using the snuff scratches it off the bar
wit'i his nail on the back of his lft
hand and applies it to bis nose.
