‘Coal Selling for Less
Here Than in New York

Domestic users of coal will probabiy
see before Winter sets In an increase
of at least 26 cents per ton on all
anthracite, with a possibility of an-
other 26 cents tacked on before the
Winter season has finished ite course,
Coal was advanced 25 cents a ton
during the latter part of July, but at
the present time is selling much cheap-
er in this city than in New York which
Is mug¢h nearer the coal flelds.

A local dealer sald to-day: "The
lower price here Is maintained largaly
to induce the purchase of coal in large
quantities in the summer months, the
price in other years being raised 10
cents & month’ as winter aporoaches,
This year coal consumers falled to
take advantage of the reduction as
they did in other years. There was 80
much strike talk before the agreement
with the miners expired that the con-
sumers, apparently, became used to it,
anid even when the stage was reached
when & strike became inevitable, were
skeptical.”

tain its State aid roads, When any
town neglected to do so, the law was
such that the State could not enter up-
on that road for the purpose of making
a repair until the town had made good
the processes lost through inattention
and neglect.

This, naturally, was a handicap to a
prompt and proper rehabilitation of
the State ald roads, for In some in-
stances towns failed to ‘“‘make good”.
Under the present law, however, 8
fund has been created for the purpose
of enforcing repairs in such Instances.
Upon fallure of a town to take care
of its Btate roads, the State is author-
ized to enter that town, make the re-
palr, and charge the cost up against
the town as a penalty for its derelic-
tion.

That something must be done to off-
set the deterioration caused by auto-
mobile has become apparent. Water-
ing roade Is in many cases prohibitive,
The next best thing, naturally, is ap-
plying coil, or some other dust layer
or preservative, as a make-weight for
the dust. To this end, Commissioner
Macdonald has resorted to the use of
oil, and several sprinkling earts are
busily at work on the maln ads—
mecadam—Iin the State,

Residents of this ecity and Fairfield
county can congratulate themselves on
the fact that the improvement of the
meain trunks converging at 'the various
centers is in a good way, to become
an assured fact, for with tfle contracts
already running a number of the poor
sections. of road in this locality will be
eliminated.
