STRATFORD

Judge Peck's court room was crowd-
‘ed yesterday morning with a cloud of
witneases and srectators, all interest-
‘ed in the assault case of one Samuel
Grindrod, who rushed for a little boy
named George Pitts, pushed him off
the' sidewalk, kicked him, and then
nearly choked him to death, threaten-
ing all the time to drag him to Strat-
ford conter. This encounter took place
‘near the car barns on Stratford ave-
nue, and was not only seen by the
mother and grandmother of the boy,
bn(hby many of the employes of the
. trolley company, who were in the
, dunch eart or near at hand. The trol-

ley men rushed to the rescue of the
boy when Grindrod threatened to ar-
rest them. Asked to show his au-
thority as an officer, and not doing
80, they opened his coat and found he
had no badge. He was simply put-
ting up a bluff, and according to the
testimony he talked to Mrs. Pitts In a
most shameful manner. This Grind-
rod has been before the court several
times, and 8 known to the officers
of the law. An attempt was made to
Pprove that the boy Pitts had used in-
sulting language to Grindrod, but the
case fell through and on the recom-
mendation of the public prosccutor it
was nolled. The judge found Grind-
rod gulity and fined him $6 and costs
and sent him to jail for 30 days. An
appeal was taken and bonds furnlshed
in the sum of $200.

During the Grindrod examination a
teleplione message was received from
Mrs. Alvord to the effect that the
sheriff was wanted, since her chickens
were dying by the wholesale, and she
had reason to suppose they had beén
polsoned.
