' As the train drew out of the station,
the President appeared upon the rear
platfor mand waved a hearty good-
bye and good luck to the multitude
gathered at the station. During the
two months' life on the wheels, the
President's comfort will be looked aft-
er by Porter W. S. Anderson. Walter
E. B. Letcher.-an- Cook N. A. Ander-
son. The latter is a Norwegian culin
ary expert in the employ of John Hays
Hammond and is loaned to the Presi
dent for the trip as a special mark of
friendship. Anderson, the porter, and
Letcher, the waiter, have already trav
eled a number of thousands of miles
with the President on previous trips.
Although no formal program is ar-

ranged for before he reaches Chicago
Thursday, 'it Is probable tha he" will
make a brief address at the various
cities through which he passes.

Harry Whitney, New Haven

New York, Sept. 15. Polar scientists
are to-d- ay commenting on the inter-
view given out by Commander Peary
at Battle Harper last night, in which
he declined ' to add any more details
to his previous story of his dash to
the Pole or, to say anything more re-

garding his controversy with Dr. Cook.
Peary declared that if he said any.

thing more, the Information thus giv-
en out might be used by others, inti-
mating that rival claimainta mightuse this information for their own
purposes.

Commander Peary declared most
emphatically that he had, never open-
ed or read any .of Dr. Cook's personalletters or data. He said Harry Whit
ney, the young New Haven sportsman,in whose care Dr. "Cook had left muchor his written data and his astronomi
cal instruments, had not discussed Dr.
Cook's claims w-lt- him. Whitney, he
said, was ou board The Jeanie, hunt-
ing Polar bear and musk'oxen on thewestern coast of Greenland. '

Peary
aeciinea to aiscuss w.mtnev's reasons
for leaving the Roosevelt, though Dr.
Hansen, the noted Danish physicianwho (has been In the far North, study-
ing eye diseases, declares Whitney had
been ousted from Dr. Cook's house at
Annotok by JE?eary's giant boatswain
and treated i "like a dog" all winter,and that the hunter had no love for
Commander Peary or the members of

Police Still Baffled in Search
for Man Who Shot Three

Little Girl Propped Up in
Chair Tells Details of

hours search by the police has failed

' any tangible clew bearing
on the identity of the man who shot
Theresa Procopia and Ferdinando In
fusino to death in a ravine In this city
Sunday night, and! who shattered the
arm of Fannie Infueino with a pistol
shot. -

Rewards aggregating $3,250 have
been offered for . the apprehension ' of
the assassin, tmt thus far these induce'
ments have accomplished nothing be
yond bringing into the search a num
ber of amateur detectives whose activ-
ities have proved a positive hindrance
to the police.

The .police say that the outlook Cor
the apprehension of the murderer is
far from promising, owing tt the ret!
cence of the families of .ihe victims,
but the officers have not abandoned-- !

hope and after a night of ceaseless
efort on the part of a squad of 25 po
lice' and. detectives, a fresh detail took
up the hunt today.

'

Chief of Police Brophy and District
Attorney Willis are more convinced
than ever that Fannie Infusino, the
single survivor cf the - three children
shot by the assassin, can tell the name
of the guilty person If she chooses to
do so, and before . noon they visited
Paxton Hospital where she is recover
mg from the effects of the wounds,
and by gentle questioning sought to
draw from her a clew as to the iden
tity of the murderer.

The little girl, propped up In a chralr.
elaborately told the details of her tripto the ravine andi the circumstances of
the murder of her brothen.and Theresa
Procopia, but when Chief Brophy,
smoothing the girl'B brow, asked her
to tell the name of the man who com
mitted the crime, she said she could
not do it. When Chief Brophy asked
her to repeat to him the name of the
murderer as she divulged it to Mrs.
W. C. Gray immediately after the dis-
covery of the plight of the children in
the ravine, Fannie denied she had de-

clared to Mrs. Gray the Identity of the
murderer. '

The police, while chagrined, are not
greatly surprised at the attitude of the
Infusino girl, for the authorities todayare more than ever convinced that the
shadow of the Black Hand rests on
the members of the afflicted families
and in tertror of their own'Sives they
are" preserving a secretiveness which
is baffling the police in their search
and which promises to prevent a solu-
tion of the case. '

Sometimes when an Insane man kills
a victim, he follows his act by killing
himself.

The theory has been advanced that
the assassin may have been a maniac
and that he crawled into one of the
culverts under the streets which cross
the ravine where the crime occurred
and there made away with himself.
But the entire locality has been search.
ed by the police and no trace of the
murderer was discovered.

Today the bodies . of Theresa and
Ferdinando were laid in their graves
amid such scenes as are seldom wit-
nessed in this city. Thousands of per-
sons, representing all classes, gather
ed at the home from which the chll
dren were lured to death. Following
a brief service by a .priest, the bodies
were carried to jSt. Agnes' cemetery,
theheartbroken relatives riding in car.
riages and' thousands of sympathizers
following' on foot to the place of bur-
ial.

W detail of police was necessary to
preserve order at the house and also
at the grave.

Ercole Infusino, father of Ferdinando
Infusino. the murdered boy, resents the
imputation that he told his little
dauarhter Fannie not to tell who did
the shooting. With all vehemence at
his command, Infusino today declared
that the statement of the police was
untrue; that he said nothing to Fannie
about keeping silent.

HOT TIME IN OLD NINTH

nal politics has its vortex In the Ninth
district where innumerable alder-ma-

ic candidates keep the night noisy
and the day fervent. ; with prayers for
help. In this district two candidates
for town clerk add to the turmoil., B.
F. Cooney, the ..well known : newspaper
man, will,, itseems, In this district at
least, be backed by the administration
and his backers have the honor of
putting into the field the first repub-
lican delegate ticket that is in any
sense official. Thursday evening there
was a. meeting of some 35 Republicans
of the Ninth district. .Thirty-on- e of
these were Lee Republicans and four
were on hand In the interest of other
candidates who were provident enough
to arrange for a prompt news service.

Under the Republican system each
district names but three delegates to
the town and city convention. This
caucus selected to - constitute a dele-

gate ticket William H. Comley, Jr..
John Pistey, who is employed under
Alderman- C. E. Primrose, by the
Challenge Cutlery Co., and L. D.
Stone. This ticket was pledged to
Mayor Lee, and Mr. Cooney.. Thus
Booth, who is also a candidate for
town clerk, is left to fight his battle
alone.

Pistey is expected to attract a part
of the Slavonian vote, which is strong-
ly aligned behind W. R. Muirhead,
who is a candidate ' for alderman and
not a Lee man, and who Just at pres
ent is the strongest aldermanic prob-
ability. ' Mr. Comley, who became the
machine candidate for Senator against
Moses W. Manwaring, for a few days
only, last fall, and was forced out by
.the demand for Manwaring that came
from the plain, or garden variety, --of
Republicans, will probably be the ma
chine candidate for alderman if the
chances of success look good.

The Cboney-Le- e combination Is like
ly, it is said, to prove perplexing to
Howard S. Challenger, member of the
board of Education, who is a Lee man,
but an arden partisan of Booth for
town clerk and entirely against Coo
ney.- -

If Booth cnooses a delegation fa
vorable to himself and favorable at
the same time to Lee, the Lee vote
will be split between two factions, and
assuming that the Morris men in the
district have the Judgment to enter a
ticket pledged to Morris and to him
alone, which they ay they . have, the
Lee strength, riding two horses, would
be helpless against the Morris vote
concentrated upon one ticket. A nat-
ural outcome of the predicament in
which the former town clerk finds
himself would be an understanding
with Muirhead and the Morris
strength. In this event he would un-
doubtedly be the tail to the kite, but
the number- - of tickets in the district
would be reduced to two and the is
sue would be squarely drawn between
Lee and..
