The exposing of fruits,
vegetables, confectionery or any other
food stuffs Intended for human con-
sumption, outislde of stores, markets or
places of sale is hereby prohibited, un-
less the stand of bottom of the con-
tainer Is at least two feet above the
sidewalk.

Section 3. Every person violating
either of the foregoing sections shall,
upon conviction, be fined not more
than twenty-fiv- e ($25.00) dollars.
