JURY LIMITS
PUNISHMENT OF
LEBENTHALS

Maximum Sentence in Their
Cases by Statute is Five
Years

VALUE OF JEWELS $2,000

TUnder the verdiet of the jury Abra-
ham Lebenthal, who was convicted of
the theft of the jewels of Mrs. Charles
M. Cole, cannot be sentenced for a
term longer than five years. The stat-
ute provides that in the case of a
theft of a sum not exceeding $2,000
the penalty shall not be greater than
five years. Had the jury found the
sum greater by so0 much as a single
cent, Lebenthal, and of course his
wife, would be subject to a penalty of
20 years. It was evidently the inten-
tion of the jury to be merciful to the
Lebenthals for the actual value of
the jewels was in excess of $2,000.

It is likely that the punishment of
the pair will be sufficient to satisfy
the most exacting, for, under the law,
the Coles may recover three times the
value of the stolen goods,

Tuesday counsel for the Lebenthals

will move to have the verdlet set
aside, upon the ground that It is
against the evidence.

Motorman’s Narrow Escape

Awakening from their slumbers by
the crashing and splintering of boards,
about 11:30 o'clock, last evening, the
occupants of the two-family house, 779

structure - was caving in upon them.
It was a strange sight which greeted
their eyes as they looked out of the
front windows. Imagine their sur-
prise when they saw one of the cars
of the Connecticut Company trying to
mount the front porch. Car No. 235,
one of the small, but newer type, had
left the ralls while golng east below
Beeley and State streets. It had bowl-
ed along for about 250 feet when It
jswerved to the right and dashed into
th> front porch of 779 State street.
There were six passengers, all men, in
the ear, and all were severely shaken
up. There iz an up grade at this
point, showing that the car was go'ng
along at a good clip. The car just

d. a telegraph pole, and barely
mis=sed battering a young man who
was passing. There was no blockade.
The car swung so clear of the tracks,
that it was almest perpendicular to
them..and there was space for other
cars to pass. The wrecker was on the
scene in guick time, and fastening a
large hawser drew the derelict back
onto the rails. If the cAr had ewerveid
a little more ro the right it would have
struck the telegraph pole, and in all
prohability the motorman would have
been killed.

No. 235 is a. car of the single truck
type of which about a hundred are in
use in this city. BSingle truck cars
lack stabllity, and most of the acci-
dents caused by derailment are due
to their type. The car which went
off the track at Peck's DMills, some
years ago, was a single truck ear., At
this time some 30 persons were killed
or injured. The car which Jeft the
track at Ash Creek a year or two ago,
killing, or injuring a number of per-
sons, was also a single truck car. In
the latter tragedy the late Coroner C.
A. Doten made a finding In which he
