Declaration of Open War to
Unionize All Employes of
the Steel Trust.

Toronto, Ont., Nov. 10. The ultimate

defeat of the insurgent electrical work
era of the American Federation of
Labor Jurisdictional amendment v
clearly indicated today by the conven
tlon's unanimous adoption of the re
port of the committee on credentials
which recommended the unseating of
A. I. TJlrlck, representing the trae
and labor assembly of Des Moines and
of II. M. Mechelstetter, representing
the trade and labor assembly of Sioux
City, la., both of these organizations
being declared guilty of violating the
constitution of the A. F. of In re
taining their membership in seceding
organizations of the electrical workers.
The final disposition of these cases will
be fought out before the adjustmentor grievance committee but today's ac
tion. It is said, meajis the rout of the
insurgents electricar workers by the
adminstratlon. It indicates also that
James P. Eman of Toledo, a delegate
from the old Federation of Labor
which was In sympathy with the In
surgents, will lose his application for

seat. It was feared that the cre
dentials committee report would pre
cipitate the fight but an understand'
ing was reached whereby It was post
poned until the next consideration of
the jurisdiction.

Among a flood of resolutions that
were presented just before the noon
adjournment for the day was one pre
sented by P. J. McCarl, president of
the Amalgamated Association of Iron,
Steel and Tin Workers OX,. North Amer-
ica, for an open war on the matter
of the unionism of the employes of the
steel corporation, which is declared to
be waging a war of extermination
against organized labor.

WATER SHORTAGE

GREATLY FEARED

Less Than 90 Days Supply
Remains in Storage and
Pressure in Mains Will Be
Greatly Reduced at End
of 60 Days.

While there Is yet no cause for
alarm the water supply of this city Is
very low. It is estimated there are
only 1,700,000.000 gallons now stored in
the reservoirs. The normal number
of gallons isUout 4.500,000.000. There
was about this quantity In the reser
voirs last June. There has been prac
tically no water since that time. It
has been the dryest summer In about
4 Tears. What rain has fallen has
been hardly more than enough to
make up for the evaporation which is
heaviest in the summer. It will be
remembered that many of the storms
and rains in this vicinity during the
past summer blew over and around
Bridgeport

The Bunnells upper. Trumbull, and
Baeton No. 2 reservoirs are practically
drawn out. The average amount of
water consumed per day Is 17.000.000
gallops. At this rate the water would
be used up after three months. If there
should be no more rain. The pressure
tvould be very much reduced after two
months more of drought.

"A water famine is in no way prob
able," said an officer of the company
this morning, "for it is more than like-
ly that we will have plenty of rain
during the next two months. A long
period of drought Is generally followed
by a fair rain fall."

The engineers of the New Haven
Water Company estimate that the New
Haven supply will hold out for about
40 days allowing for a continuance of
the drought. They attribute their
shortage to the uneven distribution of
rainfall. Their supply like Bridge-
port's was good In the spring, but the
lack of rain during the summer has
seriously depleted it .

Blames Mrs. Stetson for Her
Affliction Because She

Opposed Her Sway

Former Student of New--

York Scientist Relates
Graphic Story of Her Cold
DeaL

(Special from United Press.)
New York. Nov. 10. Mrs. Maud

Kissam Babcock. a former student and
Christian Science practitioner under
Mrs. Augusta Stetson of this city. In
sists that Mrs. Stetson tried to "men
tally assassinate' her because she op
posed Mrs. Stetson's sway in this city.
She declare that Mrs. Stetson used
every means In her power to-- "destroy
her evidence against the New Tork
leader which is now in the possession
of the authorities of the First" Church
In Boston- -

Mrs. Babcock insists that she gave
all of an Independent fortune to. be
donated to the organ fund of the
Christ church in Manhattan. She re
signed from the local church a year
ago ana appealed to the Boston au-
thorities. She was summoned to Bos
ton and there she delivered her explanation. Following a quarrel with Mta,
Stetson, she declared, the latter op
posed her in every way. She then
told the following graphic story of her
"mental assassination":

"After an Interview with Mrs. Stet
son I returned to my home In Cedar-hurs-t.

I knew that my husband would
not return to New Tork until very late
and I went to bed and to sleep. At
midnight I was awakened by an icy
blast sweeping throucrh the open win
dow from New Tork. My teeth chat
tered. My heart fluttered. Lumin-
ous waves rolled toward me covered
with the faces of the dead. I felt Just
like a man being electrocuted. It
seemed Indeed that my soul went out
from my body, that I saw through the
walls of the house. And In this hour
of agony I saw Mra Stetson's blue
eyes all around the room.

"I tottered from the bed. lighted all
the lights and took out a copy of the
testament. Opening it I chanced upon the 15th chapter of St-- John, begin-
ning T am the vine, ye are the
branches, and falling upon my knees I
began to read it aloud.

Stagrering to the bathroom I drew
a tub of steaming hot water and gotinto It.- - I could not feel the temper-ature of the water. I was as cold
in It as at the first moment the lev
blast of the death treatment envelopedme. I realised that no human arm
or agency could defend me. I was
wrestling not against flesh and- blood,
but against principalities, against pow-
ers, avainet the rulers of the darkness
of this world, against epirKoal wicked-
ness In high places impersonal, ever-prese-nt,

omnipotent, midnight mental
assasination. the human stretch of
truth, mad ambition for personal placeand rower.

'Still shivering from that hotline
bath I groped about for the most elab
orate piece of crocheting I could find,and sitting up in bed, pushed the nee-
dle to and fro while my parched Bpsmurmured 'God is all! , God is good!
Nothing can harm me.

"And I sat there until my husband
staggered up the stairs and into the
room. 'My God!' be exclaimed, what
1 the matter with me! Coming out
on the train I felt as though I was
going to die. I am suffering!' We
sustained ourselves through the night
oy reaamg the Bible.

"When some time afterward I asked
Mra Stetson why this dreadful thingnaa nappenea to me. sne saia:

God smote you because yon lifted
your voice against the Holy One In
Israel,' meaning Mrs. Eddy, but I had
never cone tnls as I reverence and
love Mrs. Eddy beyond all human be
ings.

Mra Babcock alleges that thoueh
she gave everything she possessed to
Mrs. Stetson she was refused when
she asked for aid. She declares that
she ftad to go four cays one time with.
out food and she had impoverishedherself to give to the leaders of the
church. She is now a science practltloner in this city.New Tork. Nov. 10. A legal demand

BRTT.T.AT SAVARIN
LIKED THIS STATE

Famous Frenchman, Who
Made Cooking a Science
and Eating an Art, "Well

Fed in Connecticut.
The Bridgeport Groupe of the Alli-

ance Francaife met last evening at the
Stratfield. ' Prof, anderson of Tale,
the honorary president of the groupe,
was the lecturer. - His subject was
Brillat Savarin. a most, Interesting
Frenchman of the istn century wnoett
fame rests chiefly on
of the science of gormandism. Not
that Brillat Savarin was a glutton far
from it. He had the greatest horror
of orgies and drunkenness and stuffing
oneself. Eating and drinking was to
him a science worthy of as serious a
treatment as any. In his book. The
Physiology of Tastes", he did his best
not only to systematise but also to
dignify the culinary art.

He was born in 1755 in a small town
of France at the foot of the Alps.
After a career as lawyer. Judge, mayor,
he was forced by political reasons to
nee to Swltserland and later sougnt
greater liberty In New York. Here he
played In the orchestra of a theatre,
and investigated the eating and drink-
ing of the nation which had, as be
said, "so- - many religions, but so few
dishes."

He has recorded In his book a hunt
ing trip in Connecticut In which he
took pert. It was riven by a farmer
named Bulow who lived near Hartford.
His table was sumptuous and left noth
ing even for Brillat Savarin to desire.
In addition the shooting seems to have
been good, so Savarin retained most
pleasing remembrances of the State.

He investigated the effects of vari-
ous dishes and drinks, devised combi-
nations, and suitable menus, and gave
particular attention to sauces. Doubt-
less if he had lived today he would
have been one of the moot brilliant
contributors to "Good Housekeeping"
and the "What to Eaf columns of the
vartcus monthlies.

There were nearly a hundred mem-
bers present and this second season of
the groupe promises to be even more
Interesting than the last. Miss Som-
erset, who is president for a second
term, is planning many new forms of
activity which will make the work of
the groupe mot wily interesting but
helpful to thoe who wish to gain more
practice with the French language.
