In hla
opinion the pricee as given by MacMil-
lan were reasonable and the same aa
quoted by the New York florlste. Ther
waa no difference between the prevail-
ing prices in the New York and Bridge-
port markets.

On November I the company began
weirhtnr the melts. Independent of the
rovernment welghera. and the' Order
pt the government la said to have be
come operative yesterday when access
to the mail cars was forbidden to the
railroad weirhers.- - and the order also
forbad the weirhtnr of the malls In
the baggage rooms of the company. It
Is said that the only mall the railroad
run weiffh now Is that carried on the
baggage cars which no mall clerk,and auch figures would be of little
value as statistics of the malls.

The railroad's employes at the
Bridgeport station have weirhed todayall the mall they can rt their hands
en. They have don It ever the pro-test of the transfer clerks who repre-
sent the government at the station.
Th postal clerka object to the weirh-
tnr by the railroad upon the groundthat it takes unnecessary tiro. Th
railroad Is suppose to b trying to
obtain statistics upon which to bass
eharres for carrying th mails when-
ever a new contract shall b mad.The present contract with th govern-
ment has two years to run.

U. S. INSPECTORS
RAID STAMFORD

DISTILLERY
(Special from United Irea.)

Stamford, Nov. 16. Internal Revenue
Inspectors Joseph 0Hearn and Morris
Levey made a raid today on Solomon
Blumstetn'a distillery In Franklin
street and at the point of pistols ar-
rested BJumsteln and three other men,
and eeised 412 gallons of alleged sugar
brandy. They also took possession of
the distillery and a horse and wagon.
Th accused, who are charged with
violation of the United States revenue
laws are to be given a hearing before
the United States Commissioner at
New Haven. It waa supposed the con-
cern was making a sort of fruit
brandy, but there ia evidence, accord-in- s;

to the officials, that it ha been
distilling other liauor.

The arrest is due primarilr to a man
owning a house , nearby. Franklin
Hreet Is a residential neighborhood and
the establishment of the distillery, a
few months ago. caused a storm of
protest about which the city officials
seemed able to do nothing. Objection
wa made not only to the fact that the
distillery waa hemmed in by dwelling
but by clouds of soft coal amok, day
snd night, which were a nuisance.
Women falling to obtain relief from
the local authorities, appealed to the
rovernment officials and an investiga-
tion resulted in the arrests. There is
