Bach Can-
ton has power to deal with the matter
for itself alone. Before the national
vote was taken only four Cantons were
without compulsion. In 1882. four
were added: in 1883, three; in 1884, one;
in 1885, two; In lS94. one: in 1895, one.

smaller number of people are vaccin-
ated. Mr. White says:"In 1882 Switzerland was profoundly
agitated.- - Under medical dictation a
law on epidemics had been passed bythe Federal Council In which vaccina-
tion was the leading article, enforced
with penalties of extraordinary sever-
ity. Much satisfaction was expressed
In this country over the thorough-goin- g

legislation, and we were called up-
on to recognise the . wisdom of the
Swiss, and their superiority to our
ridiculous scruples.- physiological and
political. In connection with vaccina-
tion. But the satisfaction was pre-
mature. The Swiss people had to be
reckoned with. The law was pro-
mulgated, but the people did not like
It,- - and it waa resolved to submit the
medical legislation to the popular vote.
This right . of appeal to the national
Judgment can only be exercised with-
in 90 days, and must be claimed- with
at least 30.000 signatures. Eighty
thousand were, however, affixed to
the demand, and on the 30th of July,
1882. the decision of the nation waa
takan with the following results:

GOV. HUGHES FOR

HIGHER SALARIES

IN PUBLIC OFFICE

Speaking on the necessity of "Ad-
ministrative Efficiency", and the diff-
iculties of obtaining the best and most
efficient men to serve In public office
in his second lecture on "The Respon-
sibilities of Citizenship" to Tale stu-
dents last night. Governor Hughes of
New York emphasized the necessity of
paying adequate salaries to all men in.
public office.

It should be realised." said the
speaker, "that men of whom a high
grade of work is required and ex-
pected, should be paid at least as well
as they would be for similar work in
private employment. Most of our sal-
aries for. public office having been fix-
ed years ago, are based on a lower
cost of living than prevails now. But
the public can afford to and therefore
should pay its servants decently.

"Mere Increase of salary, however,
does not solve the problem of secur-
ing the best men for the higher posi-
tions. . To attract men of the abilityas well as of the character calibre re-
quired for public positions of highest
responsibility, honor, and independence
of the office are of far greater value
than the emoluments attached to it. To
attract men of distinguished talent
and of highest character it is enaughthat the service can be rendered under
honorable conditions, free from politi-
cal control and false party obligations.The frequent absence of these condi-
tions is the great difficulty of obtain-
ing the right, men for our highest pos-
itions of government."
