of the Brooklyn Bar Association before
the Appellate Division in that bor-
ough. Charles J. McDermott. chair-
man of this committee, asked the court
yesterday for an order requiring the

Law Company of TempleBar to show cause why the permission
given It to practice law should not be
revoked. Decision was reserved. The
legal fraternity of Brooklyn, and law-
yers In Manhattan as well, are await-
ing with deep interest the outcome of
the case.

In April last the ed SargentMil prohibiting iOrpo rations from prac-
ticing law in this State was passed by
the Legislature. A few days later the
Foley bill, prescribing a fine of (5.000
and imprisonment as penalties, for vio-
lation of the law, was passed. The

Lair Company obtained
from the Governor an opinion that the
new law did not apply to companies
organized under older statutes.

Fouloia will be on
their trail, accompanied by 'a detach
ment of the best trained enlisted - men.
In the signaling arm of the service.

The balloons that are to figure in the

tests were made In St. Louis and are
similar ta model to the bi gasbags
that have figured in so many distance
nights in recent years In various parts
of the country. That the balloon is
to play an important part in the wars
of the future is the opinion of most
army men and these Sandy Hook tests
are intended to show how to dispose

; of a fleet .of them- - sent, np by an
enemy;

The signal corps men. who are to op-

erate the balloons are from the College
Park, Mi, detachment, which has
been operating the army aeroplane
under Wilbur Wright's tutelage in the
hut few weeks. Some surprises in
range finding, it Is rumored, will be
one of the interesting outcomes of the
Sand v Hook tests. The operations will
not b public and the results will be
the ' subject of arv exhaustive report
to the War Department.

Some time next year it is reported
that tests in which aeroplanes will
figure will probably be made at the
proving grounds. Slml'ar tests with
both balloons and aeroplanes are also
among the possibilities of the regular
arroy-tniUt- la encampment scheduled
for Pine Plains. Jefferson County, N.
Y-- . next summer.

Gen. Leonard Wood, commanding the
