The railroad has 'plana for another
big building that will cost in tha
neighborhood of $50,000. It will be a
storage barn to stand east of the rail-
road station on the banks of the river.

RAISED TO $20,000

Hartford Judge Determined
to Hold Noted Criminal
for Trial. ;:X.;V. -

Hartford, Nov. 27. Fearing that
the bond of $5,000 in default of which
Joseph Steveps, charged with robbing
Thomas F. Foley of $654. 'is held in
jail, would be furnished by friends.
Judge Clark at the request of the lo-
cal detective . department today an-
nounced in police court that the pris-
oner's bond would now be $20,000.

Stevens will appear in the Superior
court next month to answer to the
charge of highway robbery; Accord-
ing to the detectives - every effort is
being made by the man's friends to
secure his release from. Jail and they
openly declare If he once got beyond
the walls of his cell he would never
appear for trial.

he haa" information' that Stevens was
a member of one of the most notor-
ious criminal gangs In New York City
and he was convinced the man should
be held in Jail until his trial.

Stevens was originally arrested on
a charge of "theft from person" and
held in $5,000 bonds. - As soon as this
amount was' furnished by friends he
was rearrested en a charge of high-
way robbery and held nnder an ad-
ditional $6,000 bond. The robbery
was one of the boldest ever perpetrat-
ed In Hartford, occurring in broad
daylight In ha center of the city.
