Diplomat Recalls First Visit to New
York from Hartford,

New York, Nov, 30.—John Bigelow,
Minister to Prance during the Civil
War and the blographer of S8amuel J.
Tilden, last weak telebrated his ninety-
seoond birthday. He was born at
Malden, N. Y.. on Novem-
ber 25 1217,  In spite of his advanced
years Mr. Bigelow s atill In good
health and works regularly every day.
He has just pablished three volumes of
“Retrospections of an Active Life,” in
which he reviews o career of many
and important activities. He s still
the president of the New York
Library, having been appointed to that
post on the amalgamation of the Astor
and Lenox Idbraries with the Tilden
foundation.
