PREPARING TO DELIVER AI- -:

DRESS BEFORE AMERICAN .

SOCIOLOGISTS IN NEW
YORK.

New Tork. Dec. 28. William Graham
Sumner. Professor Emeritus of Yale
University, who came here yesterdayto deliver before the American Socio-
logical Society and the Statistical As
sociation his address, dropped uncon-rclo- u

in tho lower lobby of the Mur-
ray Hill Hotel early In the afternoon.
He went there on reaching the city.The bursting of a small blood vessel In
his head partially paralysed his left
arm nd leg for the time.

At first his life was feared for. He
was carried to his room, and there Dr.
McCreery. the hotel physician, work
ed over him for several hours before
he showed signs of revival. In the
meantime hi son. Graham Sumner of

1 Cedar street, a lawyer, arrived at
the hotel with his wife. The stricken
man's wife hurried down on the first
train from New Haven.

In the meantime the Sociological So
ciety, of which he was president, gath
ering In the Metropolitan Building at
2:?0. waited for their first speaker. At
length some one called up the hotel.
and then Dr. Frank H. Olddings. pre-
siding, announced that Prof. Sumneru critically ilL The meeting went
on without him.

After several hours Prof. Sumner
was In far better shape, though his
left side was stil helpless. Last night
his son said he felt sure of his recov-
ery, and that even the paralysie mightbe only temporary.

Since 1872 Prof. Sumner had held a
Chair of Political and Social Science
at Yale. His pet course, an extreire- -
ly popular one, "Science and-- Society.
rae known to undergraduates as
'Sumnerolory. Even his. son. when

asked by a reporter what hi father
taught, said that "Sumnerology was
the first answer that came to bto
mind.

A year ago, at the age of 9. he
tired, and In announcing this In his
annual report President Had-le- said

"Prof. Sumner le one of those rare
men who were born with a genius for
teaching. No man who has ever been
in his classes will forget his extraor
dlnary clearnees of statement, his In-

cisive snalyslsi. and his power of Il

lustrating concretely to the student
the Ideas which he wanted to con
vey."

He waa born at Peterson. N. J.. in
140. was graduated from Yale tn 1S&V

then studied In Gottinen University,
Germany." and at Oxford, England,
finally entering the church. First he
assisted in Calvary Church. New York.
and, was later rector of the Church of
the Redeemer at Morristown. Then
he went to Yale.

POULTRY SHOW WILL BE EQUIP-

THING IX CHICKEN CONFIN-ER- S.

One of the Innovations to be Intro-
duced at the second annual Bhow'of
the Bridgeport Poultry. Pigeon and
Pet Stock Association is the new styleof electrically welded coops, which will
be used throughout the exhibition. A
carload of these coops, numbering be-
tween 1.000 and 1.20O. has arrived In
this city. The coops are entirely of
metal, with, the exception of the floor,
which Is of wood. They are of the
folding type which makes the work of
transferring Ihem In and out of the ex-
hibition building very simple.

The use of the modern style of coops
is of interest because they are sani-
tary, of attractive design and permit
the spectators to view the exhibits
from all sides. The entries for the
exhibition are coming In very rapidlyand from present indications the show,
which will be held at the armory. Jan.
4, a and 6. will be a great success.

Secretary George Seltsam of the as-
sociation will receive entries until
Wednesday. The time was extended

It Is hardlyprobable that the Iroquois passengerswill be taken off the disabled linerbut will remain on board until she Is
towed Into Charleston.

The Iroquois carries 100 passeng-ers and a large crew. She sailed fromNew. York Saturday for South Caro-lina and Florida points.. The linerencountered heavy seas all the waydown the coast and when off theCarolina coast her rudder was sweptaway by a giant sea. She Immediate-
ly anchored as the seas were heavyand her captain gave up trying tosteer by the alternate use of hisscrews.

house not counted the strokes of the
bell In their station last night they
would have gone wrong In answering
box 616 which brought them to ex-

tinguish a fire In the engine house
on McNeil's coal wharf. The alarm
system has been "speeded up and the
A-- D. T. attachment at the office of
the Western Union Telegraph does
not seem to send tn an alarm fast
enough to work the indicators, al-

though the alarm could be counted on
h hella. Because of this deficiency

in the .alarm system the firemen do
not dare to aepena on ino inmBiiun
In the engine houses. A man is de-

tailed to count the alarms In the old
fashioned way. .

Last night when box 615 com-
menced to come in the first numeral
to show up on the face of the lndK
cator in No. 2 engine house was 3.
It should have been "6. in jno.
engine house and No. 8 engine house

1" showed up insieaa oi -- o.
At first the firemen thought that a

special call was being. sent In by
Chief Mooney, from box 32 as an
alarm had come In from that num-
ber at Fairfield avenue and Main
street only four-minute- s before. But
it was soon evident that an alarm was
beina- - sent In on the old slow system.
One company lost .the count on the
first round, but got it on tne secona.

An effort will probably be made to
have the A. D. T. system speeded up
to that of the city's own system. The
A. . T. system sends in the alarm to
switchboard in the office of the West
ern Union Telegraph Co. An opera
tor there has a cogged wheel cor-
responding with all of the alarm
boxes located near the plants of the
company's clients.

The operator on getting the alarm
over the system locates the rightwheel and fitting it on a pivot con-
nected with the fire alarm telegraph
of the city he sends in an alarm. The
time of sending in an alarm on the
system Is the same as formerly upon
the city's system, two and seconds
teing needed for each round. The
city's system Is now speeded up to
one and 4 seconds per round.

The street corner and private box
es connected directly with the city's
system send in four rounds while the
cog wheels of the A. D. T. system are
arranged for three rounds.

The sounding of the two alarms so
close together last night led many
people to believe that a second alarm
had been sent In from Main street
and Fairfield avenue and a large
